COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS
Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a public hearing and special meeting held in the council room on September 30, 2002.

Mayor Boho called the public hearing to order at 7:02 PM to re​ceive comments and discussion on a proposed change in the charter ordinance of the City of Phillips pertaining to the current system of election of city attorney to proposed system of appointment of city attorney. The following are comments and/or discussion regarding the topic matter of the public hearing:

Mrs. Willett: An elected official is independent, not subject to pressures from the city governing body that would be present if the specific job position is appointed.

Mrs. Satterwhite: Council members should consider a bidding process for legal services.

Mr. Marshall: An appointed position would serve at the pleasure of the Common Council. A retainer fee would probably be set in place to cover basic legal actions from month to month. Legal actions requiting specific research and other special efforts would be charged out on an hourly rate.

Mr. Lasee: The vote would be taken away from the voter if the position is changed to appointive.

Mr. Presley: There are too many holes in the presented proposal for action to be taken at this time.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Lasee to close the public hearing. Carried. Public hearing closed at 7:20 PM.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Presley to table the subject matter of the public hearing at this time. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to apply for the Urban Forestry Grant. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl adopting resolution number 1030. Carried.

RESOLUTION #1030
WHEREAS, the Common Council of the City of Phillips is interested in planning or developing urban forestry management activities as describe in the Wisconsin Urban Forestry Grant application; and

WHEREAS, financial aid is required to carry out the Project;

WHEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Common Council of the City of Phillips shall budget a sum sufficient to complete the entire Project, and

HEREBY AUTHORIZES Joseph S. Boho, Mayor, to act on behalf of the Common Council of the City of Phillips to:

submit an application to the State of Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources for any financial aid that may be available; sign documents; and take necessary actions to undertake, direct and complete the approved Project.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT the Common Council of the City of Phillips will comply with state and federal rules for the programs; may perform force account work; will provide or be responsible for 100% of updating plans or ongoing operations and will obtain from the State of Wisconsin Department of Natural. Resources approval in writing before any changes are made in the proposed Project.

The following are comments related to the Infiltration Reduction Program:

1.
The city utility crew can check for illegal hookups at rental property. Renters can allow visitors, if willing.

2.
Sump pump hookups to a specific sanitary sewer lateral are illegal. A 30 day notice should be applied to the responsible property owners to correct the problem. Floor drains are a gray area problem of infiltration. These grey area problems will have to be addressed based on severity of specific problem.

3.
Utility employees were issued city ID cards.

4.
Utility employees will confer with the Board of Public Works when problem areas cannot be resolved by them.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu setting a penalty fee related to infiltration problems of $25.00 after 30 days, $75.00 after 60 days, and $150.00 after 90 days. Carried.

Mr. Martwick, WWTP Supervisor, stated that the wastewater treat​ment plant should be able to accommodate existing and future planned development within the City of Phillips.

Motion by Mrs. Satterwhite, seconded by Mr. Presley to move $5,000 from CDBG Fund Housing-Contract Services, 20-00-56610-302-000, to Other Financing Uses, 10-00-59900-000-000, City of Phillips Budget Line Items Year 2002. The specific money amount was placed in the wrong budget line item. Carried.

The following are suggested guidelines for Budget Year 2003 pre​paration:

1.
Justification for specific budget line item increases over the 2002 level: Mrs. Satterwhite.

2.
Mr. Iverson, Ayres Associates, is working on estimates for street projects planned for next year: D.P.W. Staroba.

3.
For purposes of preliminary budget work, 3% increase in base city employees pay: Mr. Namtzu.

Meeting set by Mr. Namtzu for budget work planning with B.P.W. and Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee on October 10, 2002 at 7:00 PM.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite to adjourn. Carried.
