COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on October 1, 2002.

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Council member present as listed below.

Motion by Mrs. Satterwhite, seconded by Mr. Presley accepting the minutes of meetings held on September 5, September 10, and September 30, 2002, with amendment of September 10, 2002, minutes reflecting starting time of 6:30 PM not 7:00 PM. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Namtzu approving the request of KLST, LLC., for the outside sale of alcoholic beverages on October 12, 2002, upon the recommendation of the Licensing Committee. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Fahl, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderperson abstaining: Mr. Presley. Carried.

Mr. Chris Kaempfer, Kaempfer & Associates, Inc., informed council members of the following developments related to the wastewater treatment plant improvements project:

1. Our firm is working with Engineered Products on the roof leak problem.

2. The phosphorus removal system is working. The levels are slowly being reduced.

3. Various charts and information sheets were distributed to council members.

4. The BOD (human waste) level has dropped in recent years. The reason for decline is unknown at this time. A supplement of chemicals could be added to correct this problem.

5. The D.N.R. is kept informed by Kaempfer & Associates, Inc. of all actions, and/or inactions regarding treatment plant operations.

Mr. Kaempfer left the

meeting at 7:55 PM.

Mr. Martwick left the

meeting at 7:55 PM.

Mr. Presley stated that the problem of uncut grass on properties in the city and grass clippings blown into street areas and washed into storm drains should be addressed. The current city ordinance related to this problem area should be evaluated to determine if it can hold up in a court situation.

Motion by Mrs. Satterwhite, seconded by Mr. Kempkes adopting Resolution Number 1031. Carried.

RESOLUTION #1031

WHEREAS, the Common Council of the City of Phillips, in cooperation with Price County agrees to participate in the preparation of the Multi-​jurisdictional Comprehensive Plan for the general purpose of guiding and accomplishing coordinated, adjusted, harmonious development within Price County and the City of Phillips.

WHEREAS, the Common Council of the City of Phillips acknowledges the requirements of Wisconsin’s Comprehensive Planning Legislation includ​ing the adoption of the plan (s.66.l001, Stats.), the benefits of comprehensive planning, and funding that would be awarded by the Wisconsin Department of Administration to financially assist the County and participating communities in preparation of the Comprehensive Plan;

WHEREAS, the development of the Multi-jurisdictional Comprehensive Plan requires a financial contribution of $10,000 from the City of Phillips.

WHEREAS, a series of meetings have been recently held throughout the County by County planning staff and their consultant which discussed the planning process and community responsibilities, gathered public input, provided information and answered questions relative to the planning process;

WHEREAS, as part of participating in the Price County multi-jurisdic​tional planning process the City of Phillips will receive an individual planning document for review and adoption which addresses the require​ments as specified under Wisconsin’s Comprehensive Planning Legislation. NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Common Council of the City of Phillips hereby agrees to participate in the development of the Multi-jurisdictional Comprehensive Plan in cooperation with other communities within their region and Price County pursuant to Wisconsin Statute s.66.1001.

Mayor Boho informed council members of the renewal of the Joint Powers Agreement, Price County 911 Emergency System, effective December 1, 2002.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Lasee authorizing Mayor Boho to sign the DEE Contract Actual Utilization, WWTP Improvements Project. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Presley appointing Lynda Schneidewent to the Phillips Library Board of Trustees to complete the term of resignee Kevin Chapman, upon the recommendation of Mayor Boho. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Satterwhite, seconded by Mr. Presley to begin the process of sale of property formerly utilized as the city hall. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to let bids for the maintenance painting and repair of the water elevated storage tank located near the former city hall building on Balsam Street. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Lasee approving payment of Invoice #420, Mealman Electric, in the total amount of $495.00, as recommended by the Board of Public Works. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Lasee approving payment of Invoice #8333, $1,781.74, and Invoice #8634, $949.99, as recommended by the Board of Public Works. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Lasee approving payment of city invoices totaling $159,304.68, after subtraction of Mealman Electric and Kaempfer & Associates, Inc. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Presley to adjourn. Carried.
