COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a special meeting held in the council room on October 16, 2002.

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM. Council member present as listed below.

Fire Chief Pisca presented the proposed Phillips Volunteer Fire Department 2003 budget with the following comments:

1. 3% increase in pay for participating members.

2. $500.00 less in contract services and $575.00 less in operating supplies compared to 2002 department budget.

3. Earmarked $20,000.00 for fire truck van replacement.

4. Earmark $10,000.00 for building expansion.

5. The proposed 2003 budget is 1.54% increase over the 2002 budget. 

Mr. Kempkes, reporting on his survey of other area attorney expenses in a given budget year, stated that the proposed 2003 budget line items for city attorney work appear to be in line with units of government covered in the survey.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Namtzu adopting a charter ordinance to amend the charter of the City of Phillips to provide for the appointment of the Office of City Attorney. Alderpersons voting aye Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried. (ordinance published as a separate entry).

Council members set a date of November 6, 2002 to conduct a public hearing on a. proposed addition to the Municipal Code pertaining to a smoking ban on buildings and vehicles/equipment owned by the City of Phillips.

Council members set a date of November 21, 2002 to conduct a public hearing on the proposed 2003 city budget.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Presley to contract with Lutz & Bohl, CPA, for city audit work covering Years 2002, 2003, 2004, 2005, and 2006. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Presley approving payment (final) of $12,396.00 to Miron Construction Company, Inc., for work on the WWTP Improvements Project, as recommended by the Board of Public Works. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Lasee granting a building variance request to Mark Wagner, as recommended by the Board of Adjust​ment/Appeals. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl granting a conditional use permit to Ronald W. Palmer, as recommend by the Phillips Planning Commission. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to contract with Northern Environmental Technologies, Inc., for the removal of under​ground fuel tank near the former city hall building, 146 Balsam Streets. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to adjourn. Carried.
