COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a public hearing and regular meeting held in the council room on November 6, 2002.

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Council membe s present as listed below.

Mayor Boho called the public hearing to order to receive comments and discussion on a proposed ban on smoking in city owned buildings, vehicles, and equipment. This proposal would be included in the Municipal Code of the City of Phillips.

1. The fine schedule proposal included a cap of $500.00 after so many violations.

2. The respective building manager or private citizen could cite some​one for smoking violation.

3. The following sentence was added to the proposal, ‘All fines are in addition to court costs, and court processing fees.


Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Lasee to close the public hearing. Carried. Public hearing closed at 7:17 PM.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu adopting the ordinance to prohibit tobacco smoking within city-owned buildings, equipment and vehicles. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Fahl, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried. Ordinance published as a separate entry.

Mr. Namtzu briefed council members on a letter received from Mr. Thomas J. Hommerding, 174 Fifield Street, related to a water drainage problem.

Motion by Mr. Lasee, seconded by Mr. Presley accepting the minutes of meetings held on October 1 and October 16, 2002. Carried.

Mr. Kempkes briefed council members on a claim submitted by Edith Weber for damages sustained by her vehicle while performing duties as a member of the Phillips Tree Committee:

1. The damage to her vehicle was a result of her operation of the vehicle.

2. The City of Phillips’ insurance carrier, Wausau Insurance Companies, will cover her $250.00 insurance deductible.

3. Other volunteers, in my experience, cover their own expenses while engaged in volunteer activities.


Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Lasee denying the damages claim of Edith Weber. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Fahl, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried.

Mr. Marshall, Mrs. Lutz, and Mrs. Revak briefed council members on city budget developments related to Tax Increment Financing Districts:

1. Legal questions submitted by CPA Krysinski, auditor of TID. 2, 3 and 4, will be answered by Attorney Marshall.

2. An amendment to TID #4 may have to be done for a reallocation of funds to TID 3 and TID 2.

3. $10,000.00 of TID #4 funds should be allocated for Budget Year 2003 for administrative fees and outside services related to amendment of TID #4.

4. Mrs. Lutz, City Auditor, recommended preparation of a five year budget outline for city general operations to provide improved city budget planning.

5. Mrs. Revak, Deputy Clerk-Treasurer, passed out budget layout forms showing past history departmental expenditures and current pro​jections.

Mrs. Lutz & Mrs. Revak left

the meeting at 8:05 PM.

Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux opened the following bids submitted for maintenance and painting of the water tower located at 146 Balsam Street:

TMI Coatings, Inc., 2805 Dodd Road, St. Paul, Minnesota 55121, $73,900.00.

Lane Tank Company, Inc., 2367 Fern Lane, Mosinee, Wisconsin 54455, $64,900.00

Motion by Mr. Lasee, seconded by Mr. Presley to purchase sump pumps and crocks, with funds from the Phillips Water-Sewer Utility, for city property owners currently disposing of groundwater through the sanitary sewer laterals, which is in violation of the Municipal Code. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite to bid out the property currently occupied by the former city hail building at 146 Balsam Street, upon receipt of a re-survey of property. Minimum bid of $80,000.00 required. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to remove Mr. Todd Toelle, Phillips Water-Sewer Utility, from new employee probationary status, and retain as a regular city employee. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu accepting the proposal for sampling, survey, and documentation of asbestos material from the former city hall building at 146 Balsam Street, cost in the amount of $1,200.00, submitted by Northern Environmental Technologies, Inc. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to have the former city hall property re-surveyed to allow for access to and occupied by the water tower. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Lasee adopting resolution number 1032. Carried.

RESOLUTION #1032

WHEREAS, the Common Council of the City of Phillips has determined the need for road access to North Park located in the First Addition to Ridgewood Terrace, and

WHEREAS, the current owner of the road providing access to North Park has agreed to quit claim the road to the City of Phillips.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Common Council accepts Park Ridge Road as quit claimed to the City by Mr. James Litvinoff, and hereby dedicates said Park Ridge Road as an official city street.

Motion by Mr. Lasee, seconded by Mr. Presley to not discuss possible improvements to North Park at this time. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl instructing Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux to provide a written response to the concerns of the Phillips Chain 0’ Lakes Association related to snow deposits from city streets and parkways near Elk Lake Park. The response will be prepared over the signature of Mayor Boho. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to allocate $15,000.00 to the Phillips Area Chamber of Commerce to be used for improvements in Elk Lake Park. Said funds to be released when Chamber officials receive confirmation of grant receipt. These funds will be taken from the ear​marked Parks Savings Account. Carried.

Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux informed council members of Wisconsin State Statute 8.03 (2m), Nonpartisan Offices.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl approving payment of $35,181.50 to J & L Excavating, LLC. , the general contractor for the Victoria Street Project. This is pay request #4, final payment.  Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu approving payment of $1,180.00 to Northern Environmental Technologies, Inc., for the survey of the city parking lot on the corner of Chestnut Street and South Lake Avenue. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl approving payment of invoice numbers 8715, 8716, and 8717, in the total amount of $1,346.89, to Kaempfer & Associates, Inc., related to the WWTP Improvements Project Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Lasee approving payment of invoice numbers 83834, 83256, 83253, 83296, and 83833, in the total amount of $9,550.68, to Ayres Associates. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Presley approving payment of invoices reflected on the check register dated November 6, 2002, with the exception of the payments previously approved, in the total amount of $138,311.86. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Presley to adjourn. Carried.
