COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a special meet​ing and public hearing held in the council room on November 21, 2002.

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM. Council members present as listed below.

Barbara Brewster, representing Rural Development, U.S. Department of Agriculture, briefed council members and other meeting attendees of grants/loan funds possibly available for projects:

1. Low interest, long term payment options could be considered for public facilities building expansion, i.e. city fire hall. The ambulance service and fire department could benefit from a build​ing expansion project.

2. With the exception of a utility project, a specific loan program is available for defined projects. Interest on loans at this time range between 4.50% to 4.812%. The interest rate established at time of loan approval would remain the same throughout the duration of the loan amortization schedule. Federal funds are the money source for loans, and/or grants.

3. There is no cap on amount of money borrowed. Mr. Lamoreaux stated that total general obligation debt cannot exceed 5% of total assess​ment of the City of Phillips in any given year.

4. There are two types of loans: A guaranteed loan program, not tax exempt, from a private lending institution, and a direct loan, tax exempt, from the U. S. Treasury.

5. Money needed for a water-sewer utility project, tied in with a health problem, or other risk factor, could be a grant/loan combination.

The following are comments/discussion items under the Public Comment area of the meeting agenda:

Mr. Namtzu: Engineered Products, Inc. (EPI) has not responded to requests to repair the roof at the wastewater treatment plant. Another firm may be called in to correct the problem. Said cost to be applied o the bond held by EPI.

Officer Holm, Union Rep.: What will be the effect of the proposed Year 2003 police department budget on the current full time job position vacancy, as a result of the retirement of Officer Crepinsek, and the status of the two least senior officers currently on the force? Mr. Kempkes stated that legal counsel will be involved, and the fairness of he council members will be taken into account.

Others in attendance at this meeting prior to the public hearing:

Mayor Boho called the public hearing to order at 7:43 PM. to receive comments and discussion on the proposed Year 2003 City of Phillips budget.

There are planned personnel reductions in the library staff, police department, and the public works department.

Motion by Mr. Lasee, seconded by Mr. Presley to close the public hearing. Carried. Public hearing closed at 7:51 PM.

Motion by Mr. Lasee, seconded by Mr. Presley adopting the Year 2003 City Budget, as proposed, with a city tax levy of $571,819.00. Alder-persons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Fahl adopting budget resolution #1033. Alderpersons voting aye: Mrs. Satterwhite, Mr. Kempkes, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Fahl, and Mr. Presley. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried.

RESOLUTION #1033

A resolution amending the 2002 budget of the City of Phillips, Wisconsin adopted by a unanimous vote of the Common Council.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Common Council of the City of Phillips as follows:

That the sum of $312,500.00 is hereby transferred from the Debt Service accounts to TID #‘s Two, Three and Four accounts.

That the sum of $235,725.00 is hereby transferred from the Debt Service accounts to TID’s Two, Three and Four accounts, and General Fund.

That the sum of $105,200.00 over budget is reflected in TID #’s Two, Three and Four.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite to adjourn. Carried.
