Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meet​ing held in the council room on December 3, 2002.

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Council members present as listed below.

Under agenda item, Public Comment, Mrs. Cole expressed concern over the lack of handicapped parking spaces in the business district.

Motion by Mr. Lsasee, seconded by Mr. Presley accepting the minutes of meetings held on November 6, and November 21, 2002, as presented. Carried.

Council members set a meeting date and time for the Board of Public Works of December 16, 2002 at 7:00 PM, and special meeting of the Common Council of December 12, 2002 at 7:00 PM.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl awarding the bid for painting and maintenance of the water tower on Balsam Street to Lane Tank Company, Inc., in the bid amount of $64,900.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Lasee accepting the evaluation report on City Employee Brian Kerner, Department of Public Works. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite accepting the slate of election workers as submitted by the Price County Republican Party. Carried.

Attorney Marshall and Deputy City Clerk-Treasurer Revak briefed council members on the need for a fine structure related to illegal hookups to sanitary sewer laterals.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Namtzu authorizing Mayor Boho to sign the FY03 Urban Forestry Program Grant Agreement, amount of grant being $9,741.79. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Presley instructing Police Chief Moore to prepare a work shifts schedule for Year 2003 reflecting the elimination of two part time police officers, effective December 31, 2002, and department budget adjustment Year 2003 reflecting this action. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Kempkes setting the following staff levels for the Phillips Police Department: Two part time officers, two full time officers, one full time assistant police chief, one full time police chief, and one full time secretarial person, effective January 1, 2003. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Presley to hold payment of invoice numbers 8800 and 8801, Kaempfer & Associates, Inc., in the amount of $1,231.92, pending resolution of construction problems at the wastewater treatment plant, Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl approving payment of invoices reflected on the check register dated December 3, 2002, with the exception of check number 46938, Kaempfer & Associates, Inc., in the amount of $1,261.92, in the total amount of $140,101.57. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to adjourn. Carried. Meeting adjourned at 8:05 PM.
