COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a special meet​ing held in the council room on December 12, 2002.

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Council members present as listed below:

The following are comments under the Public Comment item of the meeting agenda:

Officer Konig:  Are the elimination of two part time patrolmen job positions strictly for monetary savings purposes? Some of the officers have stated that they could be included on their respective spouses insurance health coverage, thereby saving the City of Phillips a sub​stantial sum of money.

Mr. Namtzu:  Council members never received the offer related to officer suggestion to remove themselves from city health insurance coverage. Mr. Kempkes: The budget cuts in the police department budget for 2003 are for monetary reasons only. More cuts in budget are expected in Budget Year 2004. City taxes are too high at this time.

Police Chief Moore:  There was a request in the initial department budget proposal related to possible savings in health insurance premium. Council members did not receive this information in writing.

The following are comments related to work shift scheduling for Year 2003, Phillips Police Department:

Police Chief Moore:  Explained revised work shift scheduling for Year 2003.

Deputy Clerk-Treasurer Revak left

the meeting at 7:20 PM.

Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux attended

the meeting at 7:20 PM.

The department may have to shut down, possibly on a regular daily basis, thereby providing less than 24 coverage.

Mr. Kempkes: Police Chief Moore is expected to meet the needs of the officers under his command and the needs of the Common Council related to police department operations. There should be no duel coverage in work shifts scheduling.

Mr. Presley: I would advise Chief Moore to work out a practical work schedule, paying particular attention to the first shift. The Common Council may have to work out a work shifts schedule, if the Chief is una​ble to come up with an acceptable schedule.

Police Chief Moore stated that the 2002 department budget through November, 2002 expenditures is on target.

Mr. Presley and Mr. Namtzu are looking into the possibility of establishing a handicapped parking spot and a loading/unloading zone parking spot between the Citgo Station and The Bee.

Police Chief Moore informed council members that the Year 2003 department budget includes a 3% increase in hourly rate plus 40 cents an hour for the department secretarial job position. Chief Moore would like to place this job position wage scale on the same level as similar job positions with the Price County Sheriff’s Department.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite to hold the rate of pay for the department secretarial job position at 3%, in line with other city employees. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alder-persons voting nay: None. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Satterwhite, seconded by Mr. Presley to receive and place on file the minutes of meetings held on November 4, November 18, and November 21, 2002. Carried.

Mr. Kempkes asked Police Chief Moore if he will be adjusting the Year 2003 department based on the reduction in staffing. Chief Moore stated that there would be nothing significant needing budget adjustment.

Mayor Boho and Mr. Namtzu showed a video presented by TowerLink America, LLC. related to rent space on city water towers. Said rent space would accommodate communications antenna. Rent would be paid to the City for providing base for antenna.

Motion by Mr. Lasee, seconded by Mr. Kempkes to adjourn. Carried.
