COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a special meet​ing held in the council room on January 28, 2003.

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 5:20 PM. Council member present as listed below. Mr. Namtzu, absent.

Others present: Thomas Bauer, Attorney Deda, Officer Wildberg, Officer Holm, Officer Rose, Police Chief Moore, Assistant Police Chief Lobermeier, and Meredith Hueckman.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Lasee to convene into closed session. Authority: Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(l)(e), and (g) negotiations with the Labor Association of Wisconsin, Inc., who represent the Phillips Police Officers in regard to clarification and changes re​lated to the contract. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Others listed present were invited into the closed session. Carried. Convened into closed session at 5:21 PM.

Attorney Deda, representing the Common Council, stated the following points of concern expressed by the Common Council with the current union contract:

1. The need for flexibility in work day shifts and work week scheduled shifts.

2. A clear definition of a part time police officer.

3. Full health insurance benefits for any officer working over 600 hours in a given year.

4. Request of a part time officer to receive the hourly rate of a full time officer while filling said full time position.

Thomas Bauer, union employees representative, informed council members and Attorney Deda that the current union contract is in force, and had been agreed to by the city governing body and union employees. Mr. Bauer expressed serious reservations over reopening the current contract for modification considerations. Mr. Bauer asked Attorney Deda to express concerns of the city governing body in writing for review at consideration by himself and union employees. Attorney Deda concurred with this request.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Fahl to reconvene into open session. Authority: Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(2). Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Carried. Reconvened at 6:47 PM.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite to adjourn. Carried.

Meeting adjourned at 6:43 PM.
