Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a public hearing held in the council room on February 4, 2003, to receive comments and discussion on a proposed amendment to the Municipal Code, Chapter 13.0 Building Sewers and Connections.

The following are comments, and/or discussion:

Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux read the proposed amendment to Chapter 13.08 as presented by Attorney Marshall.

Scott Dragovich: What is the practicality of attempting to reduce inflow of groundwater into the wastewater treatment plant. Groundwater inflow should not be a problem for the redesigned plant.

Leon Namtzu: The wastewater treatment plant is not designed to handle a large inflow volume of groundwater.

Ted Kempkes: It is illegal to run groundwater into the plant, by city ordinance.

Motion by Mr. Lasee, seconded by Mr. Fahl to close the public hearing. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Carried. Public hearing closed at 7:26 PM.

Motion by Mrs. Satterwhite, seconded by Mr. Lasee to adjourn. Carried. Adjourned at 7:26 PM.

The following are public comments:

Dr. Dewane Frase, Chiropractor, asked about procedures related to conditional use permits. Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux asked him to stop in at city hall to check on procedures.

Assistant Police Chief Lobermeier: A comparison of city operations between Marathon City and the City of Phillips discussed by council members based on population is not valid. City operations in Marathon City are not comparable to city operations at this time in the City of Phillips. City comparisons should be more in line with our own city operations.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to receive and place on file the minutes of meetings held on January 7 and January 28, 2003. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Lasee to adopt the amendment to City Ordinance Section 13.08, Building Sewers and Connections, with the following incorporated changes: $500.00 (in addition to court costs and court processing fees), and the Board of Public Works, instead of the Common Council. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Carried. Amend​ment published as a separate entry.

Mr. Joe Wolf, President of the Chamber of Commerce, asked the Common Council to consider sharing the costs of the following items re​lated to Chamber seasonal activities:

1. $950.00, approximate cost, of rental of porta-potties.

2. $150.00, approximate cost, of installation and removal of fishing pier.

3. Assumption of responsibility of ordering, firing, and insurance coverage of fireworks displays.

Mr. Wolf briefed council members on the progress of the pavilion project The D.N.R. would provide a matching grant of total expenses of the project. The building structure would have to be located 100 or more feet from the center of the railroad tracks.

Mayor Boho recommended the appointment of Bruce Marshall as city attorney of the City of Phillips, appointment through December 31, 2003. Mr. Presley expressed his concern that this job position should be let out for bids.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Lasee appointing Bruce Marshall to the position of city attorney of the City of Phillips through December 31, 2003, and appointment of assistants to the city attorney, Scott A. Reinhard, David Deda, and John Slaby. Alderpersons voting aye:

Mr. Fahl, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite.

Alderperson abstaining: Mr. Presley. Carried.

Upon the request of council members, City Attorney Marshall will prepare a draft of a proposed revised city ordinance pertaining to junked vehicles with requirements of state registration and operable.

Mayor Boho called for a

recess at 8:33 PM.

Mayor Boho called the meeting back to order at 8:41 PM. Mrs. Linda Windmoeller, Chair of the Phillips Tree Committee, presented information to council members related to activities of the committee members pertaining to the Tree Management Program in the City of Phillip

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Presley to enter into a rental agreement with Rental Service Corporation for a boom lift truck to be used in tree pruning throughout the City of Phillips. This action pertains to the Tree Management Program. Carried.

Police Chief Moore was asked by Police Committee Chair Ted Kempkes to let him know if Police department concerns warrant a committee meeting later this month.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Presley authorizing the purchase of two fire sirens from Northway Communications, Inc. in the total amount of $26,800.00. Carried.

Deputy City Clerk-Treasurer Revak briefed council members on the possible availability of funds, loans not grants, from the U. S. Department of Agriculture for the proposed Argyle Avenue Utility Mains and Street Maintenance Project.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Presley to consider an ATV trail system within the city limits after development of a county-wide ATV trails system. Carried.

City Attorney Marshall briefed council members on easement language related to the property occupied by the former city hall building at 140 Balsam Street. Attorney Marshall recommended allowances for maintenance of a communications tower on top of the water tower, if the Common Council approves location and installation of said tower, and 6 months from date of property purchase before fire siren removal.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Lasee accepting the easement language, and deed restraints as presented by City Attorney Marshall, related to the former city hall property located at 146 Balsam Street. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl adopting Resolution Number 1034. Carried.

RESOLUTION #1034

A resolution changing the 2003 budget of the City of Phillips, Wisconsin adopted by the Common Council.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Common Council of the City of Phillips as follows:

That the sum of $13,250 is hereby transferred from the earmarked Street Equipment Fund to budget line item l00-00-53l10-500-000, Machinery & Equipment-Capital Outlay, to cover the purchase of a Skid Steer Loader.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Lasee to advertise for bids to perform a City of Phillips Infrastructure Assessment and Valuation. Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux to contact the city auditor for advice on wording of the bid notice. Carried.

Upon the request for guidance by Mr. Lasee, council members state that Central Price County Ambulance Association personnel payroll scales or budget year 2003 remain at the level set by the ambulance board.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Lasee approving payment of invoices reflected on the check register dated February 4, 2003, in the total amount of $146,775.99. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to adjourn. Carried.
