The following are comments on a request submitted by Mr. George Wegner for an adjustment of loan terms related to an Economic Development Loan, and consulting with legal counsel on pending union grievances, and union contract negotiations:

City Attorney Marshall stated that Mr. Wegner is requesting the removal of a City of Phillips lien against property owned by him in Butternut, Wisconsin, i.e. Butternut Lumber & Hardware. Mr. Wegner would like to sell the Butternut Store. The City of Phillips also has the same lien amount against property owned by Mr. Wegner, i.e. Phillips Lumber & Hardware. The personal property lien at the Phillips Store should be verified as a condition of Common Council action on this request.

2. Mr. Deda informed members of the council of the following items:

a. Can the Assistant Police Chief position be considered union member eligible, or not.

b. A grievance has been filed by an Officer, part time, for full time pay retroactive to the time of the former full time Officer’s retirement.

c. Full health insurance premiums are being paid by the employer for part time Officers.

d. Recommends opening up the current union contract to clear up specific items. A meeting on this matter will hopefully be arranged for sometime in June, 2003.

e. Upon Mr. Deda’s recommendation, council members agreed to allow the current union grievance to run its course.
