Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on March 4, 2003.

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Council members present as listed below.

Mr. Ron Lorge expressed concern over the bill he received from the City of Phillips for sidewalk snow removal on his property. He claimed that the sidewalk had been cleaned off by a private party prior to City efforts.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to convene into closed session. Authority: Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(l)(e), and (g) consulting with legal counsel on pending grievances, and union contract negotiations. Others invited into the closed session are George Wegner, and City Attorney Marshall. Convened into closed session at 7:12 PM. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderpersons voting nay: None.

Motion by Mr. Lasee, seconded by Mr. Presley to reconvene into open session. Authority: Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(2). Reconvened Into open session at 7:47 PM. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Fahl, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alder-persons voting nay: None.

Others present at the open meeting: Scott Hueckman, Meredith Hueckman, Police Chief Moore, Dennis Mathison, Jim Gabrielsen, Dale Onchuck, Bob Martin, Mary Hahn, and John Hendricks.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to release the City of Phillips security lien on property occupied by Butternut Lumber & Hard​ware, Butternut, Wisconsin, conditional upon verification of personal property lien on property occupied by Phillips Lumber & Hardware, Phillips, Wisconsin. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Kempkes, Mr. Namtzu, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Presley to begin planning and development of a multi-faceted one-stop/enterprise resource center with fiscal responsibility accepted by the City of Phillips. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Presley to receive and place on file minutes of meetings held on February 4 and February 18, 2003. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl instructing Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux to report back to the Common Council with insurance specifics related to possible City of Phillips’ sponsorship of annual fireworks displays, as requested by the Phillips Area Chamber of Commerc Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Satterwhite, seconded by Mr. Presley authorizing preparation of applications for Citizen Corps Program, and Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) Program Grants. Carried.

Mr. Namtzu briefed council members on problems related to lack of maintenance of grease traps in businesses serving food. Grease residue

is leaking into the system at the wastewater treatment plant. City Attorney Marshall will research city ordinances for enforcement authority.

Motion by Mr., Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to pay invoice numbers 8800, 8801, 8868, 8869, 8943, 8944, 9058, 9059, Kaempfer & Associates, Inc., in the amount of $3,306.20. Carried.

Motion ty Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to pay invoice number 0303462, Northern Environmental, in the amount of $1,900.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to pay Brunner Well Drilling LLP., $1,595.00. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Lasee to pay Rental Service Corporation $1,135.30. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Lasee approving payment of invoices reflected on the check register dated March 4, 2003, in the total amount of $677,778.66. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to adjourn, Carried.
