Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on April 8, 2003.

Motion by Mrs. Satterwhite, seconded by Mr. Presley to convene into closed session. Authority: Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(1)(g), confer​ring with legal counsel concerning strategy to be adopted by the Common Council pertaining to City of Phillips Police Department Grievance A12003-12. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Attorney David Deda and Clerk-Treasurer Lee V. Lamoreaux invited into the closed session. Other meeting attendees asked to vacate the room. Motion carried. Convened into closed session at 7:01 PM.

Motion by Mr. Lasee, seconded by Mr. Kempkes to reconvene into open session. Authority: Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(2). Alderpersons voting aye: Mrs. Satterwhite, Mr. Kempkes, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Fahl, and Mr. Presley. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried. Re​convened at 7:11 PM.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to deny Union Grievance A/2003-12. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried.

Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux distributed copies of Municipal Emergency Operations Plan Guidance to council members for their review. This item to be considered for passage at a future meeting announced date.

Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux informed council members that an agree​ment is needed with Deltox, Inc. for Phase II of the project involving the former Phillips High School building. Council members advised Mr. Lamoreaux to give City Attorney Marshall a copy of the Phase I agreement for detail work, and review.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite to receive and place on file the minutes of meetings held in March, 2003. Carried.

Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux opened and read the bid for the old city hail property at 146 Balsam street, submitted by Kevin and Barbara Chapman. Bid submitted in the amount of $40,000.00. The Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee will meet on April 30, 2003 at 7:00 PM to review bid details, and recommend action to the Common Council.

Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux presented and read three notes from property owners owning land close to property being considered for re​zoning from Residential (R-l) to Commercial (C-1), Lot 11, Block 7, Original Plat. Property owners concerned are John Kaliska, Denise Lunde-Gerrits, and Mary Bejcek.

Mr. Presley presented council members and Mr. Yanich with informa​tion received from the Wisconsin Department of Transportation related to the rezoning request submitted by Jim Yanich and Stephen Grundahl.

Motion by Mr. Presley denying the request of Jim Yanich and Stephen Grundahl to rezone property described as Lot 11, Block 7, Original Plat, as reviewed by the Phillips Planning Commission. Motion failed for lack of a second.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite accepting the offer of withdrawal of the rezoning request by Mr. Yanich for property described as Lot 11, Block 7, Original Plat, as reviewed by the Phillips Planning Commission. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Fahl, Mr. Lasee, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderperson voting nay: Mr. Presley. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl granting a conditional use permit to Ginger Geng for the construction of a fence on her property described as Lot 8, Block 4, Shaw’s Addition, as recommended by the Phillips Planning Commission. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Presley adopting Resolution 1036. Carried.

RESOLUTION #1036

RESOLVED, that the City of Phillips informs the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources that the following actions were taken by the Common Council.

1. Reviewed the Year 2002 Compliance Maintenance Annual Report which is attached to this resolution.

2. Set forth the following actions necessary to maintain effluent re​quirements contained in the WPDES Permit:

a. Continue on-going I & I Study, and implement corrective measures

b. Continue working with newly hired consultant to identify and correct toxicity to plant influent.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Lasee approving the form Instructions to Chief of Police. Alderpersons voting aye: Mrs. Satter​white, Mr. Kempkes, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Lasee, and Mr. Fahl. Alderperson abstaining: Mr. Presley. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Satterwhite, seconded by Mr. Presley instructing City Attorney Marshall to review the request for a subordination agree​ment involving the owner of property described as Lot 6, Block 2, Shaw’s Addition. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu adopting Resolution Number 1037. Carried.

RESOLUTION #1037

WHEREAS, the City of Phillips hereby requests financial assistance under s. 287.235, Wis. Stats., and Ch. NR 549, Wis. Admin. Code, for the DNR’s Recycling Efficiency Incentive Grant Program; and

WHEREAS, THE City of Phillips is claiming a cooperative agreement with another responsible unit as a measure of recycling efficiency; NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City of Phillips hereby authorizes Lee V. Lamoreaux, an official of the responsible unit, to act on its behalf to: Submit an application to the Department of Natural Resources for financial assistance under s. 287.23e, Wis. Stats., ch. NR 549, Wis. Admin. Code; and sign necessary grant documents.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Lasee to pay $50.00 to D.P.W. Employee Jeff Williams for his participation and work with the City of Phillips Tree Management Program. Carried.

Mrs. Satterwhite informed council members that the Chamber of Commerce is considering sponsorship of lawn mower races, said proposed event to use a specified area of city street, and/or avenue.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Lasee approving payment of $1,352.81, Invoice #‘s 9153, 9154, and 9155. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Lasee approving payment of invoices reflected on the check register dated April 8, 2003, in the total amount of $l90,797.58. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Presley to adjourn. Carried.
