Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on June 3, 2003.

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 7:16 PM. Council member present as listed below.

The following are comments received by council members under meet​ing agenda item: Public Comment.

Ms. Janet Arndt:  A drinking water fountain, and/or faucet should be in​stalled at the skate board play area behind the Municipal Center. Mr. Elvis Presley: The current pay per meeting schedule verses a possible proposed salaried pay schedule for members of the Common Council could be considered if the salaried position/positions could be pay prorated if scheduled meetings are not attended.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Presley to accept the minutes of the meeting held on May 6, 2003, as presented. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Presley to amend Chapter 2.02(1), Meetings, The Governing Body, Municipal Code, City of Phillips, as presented by City Attorney Marshall. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mrs. Wenzel, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried. (amendment published as a separate entry).

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite to leave to the discretion of D.P.W. Staroba, Mr. Joe Wolf, and Fire Chief Pisca the considered relocation of site of July 4 fireworks display from Bostrom Park to Elk Lake Park. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Fahl awarding the bid for appraisal and detailed fixed asset accounting record services to Fidelity Appraisal Company, Inc. with the bid amount of $5,975.00. City property listing to show the additions of the two pavilions, Elk Lake Park, and School Bus Garage Park, and the deletion of the former city hall property. Carried.

Meredith Hueckman attended

the meeting at 7:40 PM.

City Attorney Marshall briefed council members on suggested changes, and/or modifications to Chapter 17, Zoning Code, pertaining to conditional use permits, and Chapter 9.09, Storage of Junk, etc. Regulated. Attorney Marshall stated that the current ordinances/codes pertaining to these items are ‘wide open’. More detail should be placed in these codes allowing for effective enforcement.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Namtzu to refer suggested amendments presented by City Attorney Marshall to the Zoning Committee pertaining to Chapter 17.04(15), Home Occupation, and Chapter 17.04(25), Professional and Professional Office. Requirement for Conditional Use Permit. Carried.

City Attorney Marshall advised council members that storage of junk and abandoned vehicles are two separate and distinct sections of the Municipal Code.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite to rescind the previous motion pertaining to referral to the Zoning Committee. Carried.

Council members and Mayor Boho agreed that an ad-hoc committee should be appointed to review conditional use permit requirements, storage of junk and abandoned vehicles, through review of the Municipal Code of the City of Phillips, and suggested amendments presented by City Attorney Marshall.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Fahl instructing Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux to run an ad for the purpose of compiling a list of interested organizations, and/or individuals in the preparation and sub​mission of a CDBG Housing Rehabilitation Grant application, if and when said application process is to be made available by granting unit/units of government. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Kempkes granting a license to Ron and Linda Middleton to operate Ridgewood Estates Mobile Home Park for one year, April 4, 2003 through April 3, 2004. Carried.

Suggested modifications to the Municipal Emergency Operations Plan Guidance by Price County Emergency Government Director Nate Nez will be incorporated into the second draft of the Plan.
