The following are comments made during the Public Comment agenda item:

Mrs. Wenzel: Compliments were passed on to me regarding the good condition of the roads in the city, and the overall appearance of cleanliness of properties in the city. I am concerned about repair work done on Flambeau Avenue by the Department of Public Works, and the Price County Highway Department skimming blacktop off of Flambeau Avenue, including the repair work completed by the city, at a later date.

Mr. Carlson and Mr. Haskins: We are concerned about the proposed action to locate a pedestrian crosswalk on the 200 Block of North Lake Avenue which would eliminate parking places near our businesses.

Mr. Lamoreaux, relaying information received from Director of Public Works Staroba, stated that a location, or relocation of a crosswalk on a state highway, State Highway 13 (Lake Avenue) would need approval from the Wisconsin Department of Transportation.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Namtzu approving the request of KLST, LLC. to extend the Class B Retail Combination License coverage to include an outside patio area located on the North One-Half of Lot 6, Block 3, Original Plat, to be utilized for the serving and sale of food and alcoholic beverages, based on the substantiation of the exhibit plan of the patio area, as presented by officers of KLST, LLC. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Fahl, Mrs. Wenzel, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderperson abstaining: Mr. Presley. Carried.

Council members discussed formats for meetings, notices, and agendas for council and committee meetings. Robert’s Rules of Order, and requirements of Wisconsin’s Open Meetings Law are primary sources of information pertaining to this discussion item.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to adjourn. Carried.
