COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a special meeting held in the council room on June 30, 2003.

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 4:40 PM. Council member present as listed below.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to convene into closed session. Authority: Wisconsin State Statute 19.85 (1) (e), deliberating bargaining sessions, union contract negotiations, with the Phillips Professional Police Association, and (g), conferring with legal counsel who will render oral or written advice concerning strategy to be adopted by the body with respect to pending grievances, Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mrs. Wenzel, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried.

The following are items of discussion, and/or consideration presented by Attorney Deda, on behalf of the Common Council:

Need for flexibility in manpower scheduling.

Officers on an on-call status should receive some monetary consideration.

100% health insurance coverage for part time personnel should be re​considered.

The current full time shift of 81/2 hours includes one-half hour used for information exchange between officers, coming on or going off shift. A procedure should be developed to handle ‘open work shifts.’

Caucus at 5:40 PM.

Officers Holm and Rose explained the purpose and need for the one-half hour information exchange between officers.

Attorney Deda stated that consideration should be given to employee pickup of a share of the health insurance premium.
