COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the Council Room on August 5, 2003.

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Council members present as listed below.

The following are discussion items under Public Comment:

Dale Holbrook, Bird’s Eye Aviation, presented a picture/pictures of over​head photos of the City of Phillips for council purchase consideration.

 Joy Diefenbach:   If the Common Council plans to abandon Linden Street, be sure that property owners have a way to ingress and egress from the alley.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Presley to receive and place on file the minutes of the meeting held on July 1, 2003. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Presley to pay invoices, as recommended and reviewed by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee, in the total amount of $239,348.33. Carried.

Mr. Kempkes instructed Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux to contact Johnson Controls to discuss the possibility of billing the City of Phillips in Budget Year 2004 for proposed work on the thermostats system in the Municipal Center building.

Council members set the date of September 9 at 7:00 PM to conduct the regular monthly meeting of the Common Council.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Kempkes to adopt the City of Phillips Instructions For Meetings, Notices, Agendas, along with a set meeting for regular monthly council meetings to be on the 2nd Tuesday of any given month, at 7:00 PM. Alderpersons voting aye:  Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mrs. Wenzel, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, Alder-persons voting nay: None. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Presley to accept the recommendation of the Northwest Regional Planning Commission to develop an update to the City of Phillips 1997 Comprehensive Plan contingent on acceptance of a grant from the State of Wisconsin, and placement of the City of Phillips share of cost in the amount of $4,000.00 to be placed in the proposed Year 2004 City Budget. NWRPC recommendation presented by Mr. Robert Martin, NTC-Phillips Branch. Carried.

Mayor Boho appointed Charles Schwartz and Joanne Mabie to the Ad Hoc Committee concerned with reviews and recommendations related to specific chapters of the Municipal Code of the City of Phillips. D.P.W. Staroba and Police Chief Moore will serve as consultants.  Council Appointees Elvis Presley and Patti Wenzel.

The following are comments from visitors related to the request for property rezoning submitted by James M. Yanich:

Mr. John Kaliska:
I believe the Yanich request for property rezoning from Residential (R-l) to Commercial (C-i) will be good for the City of Phillips.

Mr. Jay Reinke: Small towns are built on small businesses. I am in favor of the rezoning request.

Mrs. Linda Johnson: Ed Miller, property owner, and Jim Yanich, business owner, have agreed to work out fencing arrangements if the rezoning request is approved.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to accept the re​commendation of the Phillips Planning Commission to rezone property described as Lot 11, Block 7, Original Plat, from Residential (R-l) to Commercial (C-1) conditional upon transfer of property ownership from Stephen B. Grundahl to James M. Yanich. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Kempkes, Mr. Namtzu, and Mrs. Wenzel. Alderpersons voting nay: Mr. Fahl, and Mr. Presley. Carried.

Mayor Boho appointed Kim Gehrke, and Joy Ann Diefenbach to the Phillips Library Board of Directors. Council members concurred with the appointments.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Presley adopting resolution number 1038. Carried.

Resolution #1038

WHEREAS, the State of Wisconsin adopted a Statute in 1872 providing that public library service shall be free to the inhabitants of those communities that establish and maintain them, and

WHEREAS, ninety-three Phillips citizens formed a Library Association in 1917, signing the founding document that stated, “believing that Phillips needs a public library,” and “The Wisconsin Free Library Commission is ready to loan books and render other help,” and WHEREAS, Price County Library Service began in 1979 under Wisconsin Statute 43.57(3) to supply county reimbursement for local libraries to provide open access to Price County residents, and

WHEREAS, City of Phillips and Price County residents in 1990 undertook the raising of private, municipal, and state funds and had built a public library building, thereby reaffirming the community’s need for and commitment to free public library services, and

WHEREAS, denying free access to public library material would be under​mining the foundations of our democracy by denying access to library materials and services to fellow citizens who cannot afford to pay a fee.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Phillips Public Library Board of Trustees supports the 131-year old fundamental principle of publicly funded free and open access to Wisconsin public library materials to all citizens; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Phillips Public Library Board of Trustees encourages resistance to any attempts to change the 1872 free library statute principles for free access to public libraries and information services, and finally

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Phillips Public Library Board of Trustees, the City of Phillips Mayor, the City of Phillips Common Council, and the Chair of the Price County Board of Supervisors trans​mit a copy of this Resolution for Free Public Library Services to all state and federal legislators representing constituents within our districts and to Governor Jim Doyle.

Alderperson Mary Satterwhite

attended the meeting at 7:58 PM.

Mayor Boho informed council members that the sale of cigarette lighters to underage people not allowed to smoke is not against the law. Council members may wish to enact an ordinance not allowing sales.

Motion by Mr. Namtzu, seconded by Mr. Fahl to convene into closed session. Authority: Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(l)(c), and (g). Alderpersons voting aye: Mrs. Satterwhite, Mr. Kempkes, Mr. Namtzu, Mrs. Wenzel, Mr. Fahl, and Mr. Presley. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried. Convened into closed session at 8:22 PM.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Presley to reconvene into open session. Authority: Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(2). Alder-persons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mrs. Wenzel, Mr. Namtzu, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Carried. Reconvened at 9:18 PM.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Presley to adjourn. Carried.
