The following are comments by Bill West, Blue Iris Environmental:

November 30, 2003 would be an acceptable date for notice of first compliance related to completion of a wastewater assessment by an in​dustry. The phosphorous discharge report format should be completed and returned to the Phillips Utility no later than January 31, 2004. A interim plan from an industry, due by December 15, 2003, could outline a pretreatment system. The second compliance report showing compliance with phosphorous limits requirement would be due no later than 18 months after October 13, 2003.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Satterwhite to close the public hearing. Carried. Public hearing closed at 7:15 PM.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Namtzu adopting the follow​ing amendments to Chapter 13, Municipal Utilities, Municipal Code, City of Phillips:

Phosphorus Discharge Report Form.

Phosphorus limits providing for an (8) mg/L limit above that value which there will be a surcharge assessed. In addition, there will also be a one (1) pound per day maximum limit per facility.

First compliance date for completion of a wastewater assessment by an industry to be November 30, 2003.

Second compliance date when an industry needs to be in compliance with phosphorous limits requirements to be no later than eighteen (18) months from October 13, 2003.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Presley to adjourn. Carried
