The following are comments under Public Comment agenda item:

Director of Public Works Staroba stated that he held department expenditures under his supervision to a 0% increase for Budget Year 2004, as instructed by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee at a meeting held on September 29, 2003. 

Deputy City Clerk-Treasurer Revak presented council members with copies of a proposed 125 Plan (cafeteria plan) showing effects on city employees wage scales. 

Assistant Police Chief Lobermeier stated that Budget Proposal #1 submitted to the Police Committee for consideration for Year 2004 department budget was prepared within parameters agreed to by members of the Police Committee. 

Ken Matsick asked why an assessed property was taken off the tax roll and used as a city parking lot.

The following are comments related to the proposed 2004 city 

budget: 

Mr. Kempkes briefed council members on a proposed Section 125 Cafeteria Plan pertaining to city employees. 

Mrs. Wenzel proposed a 0% employees wage increase, and continued pick-up of 100% of the employees health insurance premium by the employer, as proposed at the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee at a meeting held on September 29, 2003. 

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Namtzu proposing a 0% wage increase, and continued 100% pickup of health insurance premium by the City of Phillips for city employees, in budget year 2004. Alderpersons voting aye: Mrs. Satterwhite, Mr. Namtzu, Mrs. Wenzel, and Mr. Presley. Alderpersons voting nay: Mr. Kempkes and Mr. Fahl. Carried. 

Mr. Fahl left the meeting at

 6:47 PM to honor another

 commitment. 

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to circulate copies of the proposed Section 125 Cafeteria Plan to city employees. If interest is expressed, council members will consider action. Carried. 

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Presley to staff the police department with 5 officers, including the Chief, for budget year 2004. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mrs. Wenzel, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderperson voting nay: Mr. Namtzu. Carried. 

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Presley tabling a public hearing date on the proposed 2004 City of Phillips Budget pending further proposed budget revisions. Carried. 

Council members set a date and time of November 10, 2003 at 4:30 PM to continue preparation work on the proposed 2004 city budget. 

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to adjourn. Carried.
