COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a special meeting held in the council room on November 10, 2003. 

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 4:30 PM. Council member present as listed below.

The following are comments under Public Comment agenda item: 

Deputy Clerk-Treasurer Revak read a prepared statement pertaining to deliberations on the proposed 2004 city budget. 

Craig Moore stated that a high level of city services are provided to city taxpayers.  I don't mind paying property taxes for a quality product.

Linda Windmoeller, Phillips Tree Management Program, asked for continued monetary support of the City of Phillips Tree Program. 

Carol Moore expressed concern about the level of law enforcement service based on cutbacks in staff, and budget for the Phillips Police Department. 

Ken Matsick asked why a 0% increase in city employees wage for Year 2004 and continued 100% pickup of health insurance premiums for city employees is still being debated. Mr. Matsick stated that council members made that decision on October 23, 2003. 

Mark Kronberger stated that 100% pickup of health insurance premiums is almost unheard of at this time. 

Lynn Lutz, City Auditor, stated that a 5 year plan of expenditures should be prepared, in terms of long term planning. 

Brian Tomaszewski presented petitions to Mayor Boho. 

Mayor Boho read the petition wording: Tax Payers Of The City Of Phillips: I am satisfied with the services provided by the Department of Public Works and agree with a 0% raise, the current insurance benefits and the current staffing level. 

Motion by Mrs. Satterwhite, seconded by Mr. Fahl to accept the resignation from the Common Council of Leon Namtzu, Alderperson, 2nd Aldermanic District. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mrs. Wenzel, Mr. Kempkes, and Mrs. Satterwhite. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried. 

Council members stated that time shoud be allowed to consider action on filling the vacant position on, the Common Council caused by the resignation of Mr. Namtzu. 

Mayor Boho acknowledged receipt by council members of his veto action pertaining to action by the Common Council stating a 0% wage increase, and 100% city funded health insurance premiums for city employees for budget year 2004. 

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to override the veto action of Mayor Boho. Alderpersons voting aye: Mrs. Satterwhite, Mrs. Wenzel, and Mr. Presley. Alderpersons voting nay: Mr. Kempkes, and Mr. Fahl. Motion not carried. Four of six votes, 6 people comprising full council membership, are needed to override.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Presley to include usage of General Government Fund Balance to offset the proposed Year 2004 local property tax levy.  $60,259, with additions of $5,190 for Tree Management Program budget line items, and $30,000 Fire Department Capital Outlay. Proposed tax levy of $571,819. Alderpersons voting aye Mrs. Satterwhite, Mr. Kempkes, Mrs. Wenzel, Mr. Fahl, and Mr. Presley. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried. 

Council members set a date and time of Monday, December 8, 2003 at 5:30 PM for a public hearing on the proposed Year 2004 City of Phillips Budget. 

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Pahl to adjourn. Carried.

Meeting adjourned at 5:40 PM.
