Lynn Lutz, City Auditor, presented council members with a copy of Year 2002 City of Phillips Audit Report. 

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to receive and place on file the Year 2002 City of Phillips Audit Report. Alderpersons voting aye: Mrs. Satterwhite, Mr. Kempkes, Mrs. Wenzel, Mr. Fahl, and Mr. Presley. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried. 

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Fahl setting the second Tuesday of any given month as the meeting day for the regular monthly meeting of the Common Council. Carried. 

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel, appointing Dave Olson to the Phillips Tree Committee, as recommended by Phillips Tree Committee Chair Linda Windmoeller. Carried. 

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Presley to receive and place on file minutes of meetings held on October 8, October 13, October 20, and October 23, 2003, with the following amendments: The word north instead of south, and one parking spot instead of two parking spots; October 8, 2003 meeting minutes, and Mr. Fahl shown as present, related to a motion regarding police personnel layoff, October 13, 2003 meeting minutes. Mr.. Fahl was not present at this meeting. Carried. 

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Presley approving payment of invoices totaling $173,913.03, as recommended by the Personnel- Budget-Finance Committee. Carried. 

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Fahl approving a Chamber of Commerce sponsored Tractor-Rod-Pull on July 4, 2004, on North Avon Avenue, between Cherry Street and Chestnut Street, as recommended by the Board of Public Works. Carried. 

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to place out for bids a fire equipment rescue vehicle, as requested by the Fire Chief. Carried. 

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Presley to deny action on proposed contract revision #6, Start Up Services, Wastewater Treatment Plant, at an estimated cost of $6,000.00. Proposed contract revision submitted by Kaempfer & Associates, Inc. Action recommended by the Board of Public Works. Carried. 

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to convene into closed session. Unit clarification, and review petition of city employees to unionize.
