Motion by Mrs. Satterwhite, seconded by Mr. Presley to reconsider the recommendation of the Phillips Planning Commission to issue a conditional use permit to Brent and Michelle Johnson to operate a plumbing and heating business on their property located at 465 South Lake

Avenue, after a review of property zoning, property size, and an existing easement on the property. City Attorney Marshall will conduct the review. Alderpersons voting aye: Mrs. Satterwhite, Mr. Kempkes, Mrs. Johnson, Mrs. Wenzel, Mr. Fahl, and Mr. Presley. Alderperson voting nay: None. Motion carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Presley issuing a renewal license to Ron and Linda Middleton to operate Ridgewood Estates Mobile Home Park, upon the recommendation of the Licensing Committee. Carried.
