COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the council room on June 8, 2004.

Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM, Council members present as listed below.

The following is a comment under the Public Comment agenda item:

Mayor Boho requested a special meeting of the Common Council be held on Thursday, June 10, 2004, as a closed session to discuss the hiring of a Police Chief.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Presley to accept the minutes of the meeting held on May 11, 2004. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Presley to pay invoices, as reviewed by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee, in the total amount of $115,789.83. Carried.

Mayor Boho spoke to Brent Johnson, Michelle Johnson, Michael Peterson, and Mary Peterson. All parties have asked to postpone the issuance of a conditional use permit to Brent and Michelle Johnson for one month because of property line issues and agreement.

Motion by Mrs. Johnson, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to postpone issuing, and to review in 30 days, the conditional use permit for Brent and Michelle Johnson. Carried.

Mrs. Wenzel stated that long time Library Employee Eileen Zielinski passed away on May 18, 2004. The Phillips Public Library Board of Directors would like to name the community room in the library building after her. There would be no cost to the City of Phillips.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Chrouser to name the community room in the Phillips Public Library building the Eileen Zielinski Community Room. Carried.

Officer Lobermeier explained a change in the Automated External Defibrillation Policy. The change was made in the third paragraph on the second page. The second sentence was removed and replaced with the following: A copy of the Phillips Police Department Incident Report shall be forwarded to the Price County Public Health Department Nurse.  The Public Health Department will complete the "Rural Access To Emergency Devices data collection form.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to adopt and include the Phillips Police Department Policy And Procedures Manual the “Automated Externa. Defibrillation Policy. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Fahl, seconded by Mr. Presley to renew all Class B Retail Combination Licenses, except for Mr. Presley, which will be done separately, and with a condition for Silmark, Inc. that a schedule of regular operating hours of no less than ten (10) hours per week shall be established and reported to the City of Phillips Clerk-Treasurers Office no later than July 20, 2004. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Presley to renew all Class A Retail Combination Licenses. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Chrouser, seconded by Mr. Kempkes to renew the Class B Retail Combination License issued to Elvis A. Presley. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Chrouser, Mr. Kempkes, Mrs. Johnson, Mrs.Wenzel, and Mr. Fahl. Alderperson abstaining. Mr. Presley. Alderpersons voting nay: None. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Presley authorizing Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux and Mayor Boho to sign an agreement for provision of City of Phillips Legal Services through Year 2005. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Presley authorizing Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux and Mayor Boho to sign an agreement form with Mr. Alvin Stolen, Deltox, Inc., related to Phase Two Construction, Tax Increment District #2. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Kempkes authorizing City Attorney Marshall to retain the law offices of David D. Danielson as Special Counsel to the City of Phillips for the purposes of assisting and advising the City of Phillips with regard to any and all matters

related to its current or future Tax Increment Districts. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Chrouser to increase the amount budgeted for the Citizen Corp Program from $10,000 to $15,000.  Carried.
