COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a public hearing and regular meeting held in the council room on September 14, 2004.

Mayor Boho called the public hearing to order at 7:00 PM. to receive comments and discussion on a proposed Ordinance of Annexation requested by James R. Litvinoff and Carole J. Litvinoff, and a proposed revision of Chapter 9.09, Storage of Junked or Discarded Property and Prohibition of Abandoned Vehicles, Municipal Code, City of Phillips.

Others present: Officials from the Townships of Elk, Emery, Flambeau and Worcester, Bill West, Leon Namtzu, Tracy Ellis, Sam Johnson, Linda Windmoeller, John Martwick, Dennis Rodewald, Pam Wamser, James Wamser, Ryan Stutzman and individuals interested in the proposed Smoke-Free Restaurant Ordinance.

Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux read the Ordinance of Annexation. City Attorney Marshall commented on the contents of Chapter 9.09 proposed revision.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Presley to close the public hearing. Carried.

Mayor Boho opened the regular meeting of the Common Council at 7:06 PM.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to place meeting agenda item #12 after discussion of purchase of a Full Response Heavy Rescue Squad for the Phillips Volunteer Fire Department. Carried.

Officials of the Townships of Elk, Emery, Flambeau and Worcester briefed council members on the contents of a letter mailed to council members on September 7, 2004 expressing concern over sharing of expenditure related to the proposed purchase of a Full Response Heavy Rescue Squad for the Phillips Volunteer Fire Department. Township officials stressed the need to consider other less expensive alternatives. Mayor Boho read the letter to meeting attendees and members of the Common Council.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Chrouser authorizing the urchase of a Full Response Heavy Rescue Squad in the total amount of $217,950.00. The City of Phillips will pay the Progress Payment of $55,200.00. The remaining $162,750.00 will be financed through user fees system involving the Townships of Elk, Emery, Flambeau, Worcester and the City of Phillips. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Presley, Mr. Fahl, Mrs. Wenzel, Mr. Kempkes and Mr. Chrouser. Alderperson abstainng: Mrs. Johnson. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Presley to accept the minutes of meetings held on August 10 and August 17, 2004. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to pay invoices as reflected on the check register dated September 14, 2004 in the total amount of $483,683.78, as recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mrs. Johnson to adopt the Ordinance of Annexation of property owned by James R. Litvinoff and Carole J. Litvinoff. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to adopt revised, Chapter 9.09, Municipal Code, City of Phillips. Carried.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Presley suspend action on non-compliance issues of the sewer use ordinance until a later date.  Carried.

City Attorney Marshall briefed council members on the status of the siting of the Comfort Cove sign located near Phillips Lumber & Hardware.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Chrouser to suspend action on Comfort Cove sign removal pending the result of research by City Attorney Marshall related to possible abandonment of the access road shown on the city map near the property owned by Phillips Lumber & Hardware. Carried.

Council members set a date and time of October 12, 2004 at 6:00 PM to conduct a public hearing, proposed Smoke-Free Restaurant Ordinance.

Motion by Mrs. Wenzel, seconded by Mr. Kempkes instructing City Attorney Marshall to prepare the necessary forms to deed property currently owned by the City of Phillips, Chapman Park, over to the Four Seasons Development Group. Alderpersons voting aye: Mr. Kempkes, Mrs. Wenzel and Mr. Presley. Alderpersons abstaining: Mr. Chrouser, Mrs. Johnson and Mr. Fahl. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel instructing City Attorney Marshall, Police Chief Sonntag and Fire Chief Pisca to prepare a set of guidelines to be followed by the Fire Chief regarding issuance of specialized fire permits. Carried.

Motion by Mr. Kempkes, seconded by Mr. Chrouser authorizing Mrs.Wenzel to complete a revision of the City of Phillips Parks and Outdoor Recreation Plan, 1997. Carried.

City Attorney Marshall informed council members that Silmark, Inc. has posted hours of operation in The Bee. Mr. Marshall is continuing process work related to status of mobile home park licensing of the owner of Parkview Terrace Mobile Home Park.

Reports on activities of council committees were presented by committee chairpersons.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mr. Fahl to adjourn. Carried.
