The following are comments/discussion on the proposed Smoke-Free Restaurant ordinance:

Duane Grube: Business owners do not want government interference in private industry.

Al Haskins: I am against the ordinance. Who is responsible for ordinance violation, owner of restaurant or smoker?

Tracy Ellis: The Tobacco Coalition is the group interested in adoption of this ordinance.

Chris Simon:" We are trying to protect nonsmokers. Government intervention is legitimate when others may be harmed by smoke.

Mark Dittel: I am against the ordinance. Grant money is available to assist smokers to "kick the liabit”.

Motion by Mr. Presley, seconded by Mrs. Wenzel to close the public hearing. Carried. Public hearing closed at 6:52 PM.
