The following are comments on the subject matter of the public hearing:

Clerk-Treasurer Lamoreaux read proposed amendments to the proposed tree ordinance.

Don Miller: Why are outdoor furnaces being considered for a city ban?

Ted Kempkes: The smell of items being burned in existing outdoor furnaces is a nuisance.

Dave Scholz, Richard Heitkemper and Don Miller: We burn wood only in our outdoor furnaces. We feel that outdoor furnaces should be allowed in the City of Phillips.

Harvey Bilz: I object to a proposed ban on burn barrels. I burn personal items (paper) that I would not recycle for security reasons.

Council members: The proposed amendment to Chapter 9.14, Burning Permit Required, will be referred back to the Ad Hoc Committee for further study.
