      Mayor Boho called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

Marjory Brzeskiewicz commented to the Council that comments regarding trees in the City will be taken at the scheduled meeting of the Tree Committee on Monday January 23, 2006 at 6:00 P.M.
Motion by Mark Chrouser for acceptance of the minutes as written for the December 13, 2005 meeting.  Second by Linda Johnson.  Carried.

Motion by Elvis Presley to approve payment of vouchers in the total amount of $249,155.19.  Second by Jayson Reinke.  Carried.

Motion by Jeffrey Fahl to approve the 2006 Water/Sewer Utility budget as approved by The Board of Public Works.  Second by Elvis Presley.  Carried.

Paul Tolbert did not appear before the Council, but did speak with Councilman Jeffrey Fahl. Mr. Tolbert met with City Attorney Marshall on January 9, 2006.  Mr. Tolbert is still planning to come forward with a proposal regarding snowmobiles and Pine Crest Street.

After a discussion regarding the Snowmobile trail and Pine Crest, Mayor Joseph Boho announced the formation of a Snowmobile Ad hoc committee to be chaired by David Sonntag.  Three Council members will be appointed, two representatives from Pine Crest Street and two business owners, and representation from The Timber Inn.

John Stroshein presented information regarding the Regional Northwest Regional Planning Revolving Loan Fund and Resolution #1062.  John Stroshein presented the documents prior to the meeting so there would be familiarity with the subject.  The opportunity for participation was defined as “all or nothing”. The funds when transferred from the local IDC’s (Industrial Development Council’s) become defederalized when pooled into the NWRP- the ties to job creation no longer are steadfast.  Every county has representation on the council determining project funding.  Each participating economic development fund donor will have the authority to designate up to $30,000 for a local project without going through the regional committee.  Mr. Stroshein noted that the City has the possibility of disbanding the Phillips IDC if the revolving loan fund dollars are sent regionally, if the Council so chose.
Bill Baratka, President of the Phillips’ IDC commented that the Phillips’ IDC supports the regional development funding group.  He stated that there have always been so many hoops to jump through to utilize the local revolving loan fund monies.  There are current development needs in the City, but since there is no employment increase associated with the needs, the revolving loan funds cannot be used for the needed purposes.

Motion by Elvis Presley to not pass Resolution #1062.  Second by Linda Johnson, who stated she was uncertain if it is in the City’s best interest at this time.

Jeffrey Fahl stated that at the Phillips’ IDC, the initial opinion was that we should turn down the opportunity.  As discussed, now there are dollars that the City has tried to use, and the standards have hindered this.

Vote on Mr. Presley’s motion:  On a voice vote, the motion failed with Mr. Presley and Ms. Johnson voting in favor of the motion.

Motion by Mark Chrouser to accept Resolution #1062. Jeffrey Fahl seconded.  On a voice vote, the motion carried, with Mr. Presley and Ms. Johnson dissenting.

Motion by Mark Chrouser to adjourn.  Second by Elvis Presley.  Meeting adjourned 8:20 P.M.
