COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

   …of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at the re-organizational meeting held in the Council Room of the Municipal Hall.

Mayor Jeffrey Fahl called the meeting to order at 7:20 PM. In addition to the Mayor, Councilpersons Mark Chrouser, Jayson Reinke, Linda Johnson, Charles Peterson, Elvis Presley and Dorothy Hanish attended.  Price County Emergency Director Jeff Hein, Chief Sonntag, Director Staroba, City Attorney Bruce Marshall, Clerk Willett, and Fred Krenzke, Mike Reed and Bee reporter Ryan Stutzman were also present.

Chuck Peterson commented under public comment that the AED or another brand of defibrillator should be purchased for the City.

Jeff Hein introduced himself to the Council and explained what his position as Price County Emergency Management Control.

Mike Reed introduced, preliminarily, the request by the ATV group to establish a route in the City of Phillips.  He will be presenting at BPW and at the next Council meeting.

Reinke/Johnson motioned recommendation to approve the minutes from the April 11th and 18th, 2006 minutes as presented.  Carried.

Chrouser/Presley motioned approval of the payment of vouchers in the total amount of $326,395.21 as recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee.  Carried.

Johnson/Chrouser motioned the approval of Resolution #1070 authorizing the sale of a 4.2 acre parcel in the Industrial Park to Carl Marschke for $20,000.  Carried.

Attorney Bruce Marshall said that BPW is working on a connection for the north business park.

Chair Linda Johnson said the BPW contracted with Super Bee for the portable potties for Elk Lake Park this year.  The Committee will be analyzing ATV possible routes for ATV’s.  

Jay Reinke said the City budget is right on track. 

Mark Chrouser noted that the canine issue is now resolved regarding ownership and more details will be finalized with the Council at a later date.

Chief Sonntag said that the Snowmobile Ad hoc meeting will be scheduled soon and the recommendations from the committee will be brought forward to the Council.

Mayor Fahl said that the IDC and the City will be working on the Economic Development Strategy once the plan is delivered from NWRP; then Price County Extension and possibly the Technical College will facilitate the Council to bring forward strategy and the plan.
