COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS
   …of the Common Council of the City of Phillips in the Council Room of the Municipal Hall.

Mayor Jeffrey Fahl called the meeting to order at 7:00PM. Council members Jayson Reinke, Linda Johnson, Chuck Peterson, Elvis Presley, and Dorothy Hanish were present.  Councilman Mark Chrouser was absent. City Attorney Bruce Marshall and Fire Chief Jim Pisca and city employees Mary Willett, Terry Staroba, John Hendricks, and Frank Crepinsek, Jr. attended.  Additionally, Terry Bourgard (Timber Inn Motel), Richard Norton (Loon Bay Resort), Ira Hartmann (Skyline Motel), Al Jesunas (Red Pines Resort & Suites), Judy Silvernail (PACC Admin. Asst.), Doug Rasmussen (Rasmussen Service Center), Dawn Olson, Roger Samuel, Keith Kresin (Long John’s Resort), Duane Grube (Harbor View), Michael Reed (Club 13), Dan Virnig (Birch Island Resort), Fred Krenzke, and Frank Dusek attended the meeting.
After the Pledge of Allegiance was recited, Roger Samuel addressed the Council under “Public Comment”.  He expressed displeasure that the Council had not initiated a thinning of the deer herd and recommended decorating the City’s deer herd with paint from paintball.  Mr. Samuel said the City could then advertise for people to come and see the “decorated” deer in the City of Phillips.
Hanish/Peterson motioned to recommend passage of the May 9, 2006 City Council minutes as presented.  Carried.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to approve the payment of the vouchers totaling $417,703.38.  Carried.
Dawn Olson shared the plans for the Memorial Park Restroom- Concession building project.  Ms. Olson indicated the location on a map.  The building will be built along the third baseline.  Steve Schneider has assisted with the plans for the holding tank.   The building will include storage, concessions and men’s and women’s bathrooms.  Dawn is applying for some grant funds and would like to have permission to apply under the City of Phillips’ name.  She would coordinate with Clerk Willett.  Peterson/Johnson moved to permit Dawn Olson to apply for funding with the City of Phillips as the applicant.  Carried.
Clerk Mary Willett presented new security concerns to the Council.  Reinke/Hanish moved to re-key the three office doors to the City Clerk-Treasurer’s office. Carried.

Fire Chief Jim Pisca requested that the Council reinstitute the blowing of the fire siren.  Under the present policy, some of the firemen fail to be near their pagers and are unaware of fire alerts.  The volunteer firemen are not always near their vehicles and are unavailable when in church under the current system. The Fire Chief is also working with Northway Communications regarding the sirens placed on the post to see if it is mounted at the correct height for maximum effectiveness.  Mr. Pisca reported that Price County Emergency Coordinator Jeff Hein is looking for funding opportunities to upgrade the siren and possible add one near the High School.  Public Works Director Terry Staroba said that he has the old fire siren at the City Garage.  Hanish/Reinke moved to reinstate the fire siren starting June 14, 2006.  The motion carried unanimously on a voice vote 5 yes – 0 no.
Johnson/Presley moved to take the proposed changes for Municipal Code 13.09(4)(3) to bring the fenol limits in line with the federal and state regulations from .08 mg/L to 1.0 mg/L.  Carried.
Mike Reed and Dan Virnig presented a possible suggested ATV route in the City of Phillips to the Council.  Mike and Dan have been working with Chief Sonntag and Director Staroba regarding this possible route.  According to Mike and Dan, a demographic study was done that showed ATVers spend $523/visit per ATV .Mike and Dan are looking for approval of the route map by the City.  The signage for the route would be provided.  
For Council to consider approval of an ATV City Route, an ordinance of ATV policy needs to be developed or brought forward from the Board of Public Works and then brought forward for a Public Hearing before the full City Council.  Reinke/Peterson moved to proceed with the process to bring forward an ordinance of ATV policy for a public hearing before the full Council. Carried.
Hanish/Peterson motioned to approve all Class B Retail licenses as recommended by the Licensing Committee, except for Elvis Presley.  On a voice vote, 5- 0 approvals was granted to:  Club 13 Restaurant and Lounge, LLC, KLST, LLC, VFW Frank & Michael Baran Post #5778, Charles K. Hahn, Mark A. Puls, Harbor View of Phillips, Inc., and K & S North, Inc.

Johnson/Peterson motioned to approve the Class B Retail license of Elvis A. Presley, as recommended by the Licensing Committee.  On a voice vote, 4-0 the motion carried with Elvis Presley abstaining.

Presley/Hanish motioned approval of the Class A Retail Combination licenses as recommended by the Licensing Committee. On a voice vote, 5-0, the licenses were collectively approved for The Copps Corporation, Riiser Oil Company, Inc., Krist Oil Company, Inc., and Haynes Enterprise Limited.
Presley/Peterson motioned approval of the Class A Retail Fermented Malt License applications, as recommended by the Licensing Committee.  On a voice vote, 5-0, the licenses were approved for Ferne I. and Steven M. Thaler and the Flambo Corporation.
Hanish/Presley motioned approval of the Class A Retail Liquor License.  On a voice vote, 5-0, the license was approved for Kevin D. Chapman.
City Attorney Bruce Marshall presented a short presentation with a handout regarding the Canine Law Enforcement Program.  The Handout stated that:
    “Funds would be handled through a segregated Canine Fund maintained by the   City of Phillip and included within the annual audit;

    Donations would then be tax-deductible to donors.  All funds received in the fund would be used for the canine program; in the event that the program should cease and if there is no other law enforcement canine program in Price County at that time, then all funds will be used for community drug education activities.

   The City will insure the dog immediately upon its deputization, with the additional insurance costs (previously estimated at less than $200 per year) to be paid from the Canine Fund.
    The City will eventually take ownership of the dog, although it will have 12 months to raise the necessary purchase price (cost paid by Lt. Verges).  If not, the dog will be returned to Lt. Verges for her to sell as a trained police dog without any further obligation to the City of Phillips.”

Mr. Marshall explained that the basic expenses would come out of the fund or the dog would be released.  The costs would not be  a City budgeted item.
Presley/Hanish motioned to drop the Canine Program. Mayor Fahl said that he could see the benefits of a canine program, especially with the drug problems.  The Mayor was hoping for a non-profit friend’s group.  This proposal still has liabilities for the City.  On a voice vote, the motion carried 5 yes -0 no.

Presley/Peterson motioned to approve Resolution #1072 supporting an MOU with Price County with the voting equipment.  Carried.

Presley/Hanish motioned to approve Resolution #1073 supporting the Water/Sewer Compliance Report.  Carried.

City Attorney Bruce Marshall noted that the meeting pay issue listed on the Personnel-Budget- Finance Committee agenda will bring forward some options for the Council to consider.

Linda Johnson reported that the Phillips’ First Impressions Committee will have a meeting on July 10, 2006 at 4:00 PM.

Director of Public Works Terry Staroba reported that the Argyle Street project is started.  Five men – Merlin Switlick, his son and three men are working on the alley project for two weeks.  A crew of fourteen men will working on the Argyle Street project itself.

Cory Michalec, a 2nd year engineering student at Michigan – is the summer hire for Public Works, and he has started work.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to adjourn.  Meeting ended at 8:22 PM.
