COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS
……..of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the Council Room of Municipal Hall on July 11, 2006.

      Meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 7:00 P.M.  Council members present are listed below:

1st Aldermanic District   Jayson Reinke and Mark Chrouser

Hanish/Johnson motioned to approve the minutes from the June 13, 2006 Council meeting.  Carried.

Johnson/Chrouser motioned to approve the payment of vouchers totaling $167,471.35. Carried.

Sheldon Johnson of Northwest Regional Planning Commission described the process which created the City of Phillips Economic Development Strategy.  The EDS brings forward several strategies, great background and other very pertinent information.  The next step the Council takes is critical.  The Council lays the foundation and priorities to bring forward the actual City of Phillips’ Economic Development Plan.

Council set the working session meeting to develop an economic plan from the EDS as either Tuesday July 18th as 5:30 P.M. or Tuesday July 25, 2006 depending on the schedule of the facilitators Bob Martin from NTC and Gail Huycke from UW-Extension – Price County. 

Police Chief Sonntag briefed the Council on what can be done by local government in regards to snowmobiles in its jurisdiction.  He spoke with DNR’s Chris Wundrow following the conclusion of the Snowmobile Ad Hoc committee’s meetings.  The Ad Hoc group had some very fine discussions and representation.  However, a City is very limited in what it can do.  Chief Sonntag encourages updating and including the State Statutes in the City’s ordinances.  Chief thanks all those on the Committee.
Chrouser/Johnson motioned to recommendation an ordinance change to include these items brought forward from the Ad Hoc committee:  

1. Add access to Elk & 1st Street to the Snowmobile map, with the existing route otherwise remaining unchanged.  

2. Adopt the speed limit for snowmobiles as 10 mph within 150’ of an occupied building along all snowmobile routes and trails, with a maximum speed of 35 mph in designated open areas.

3. All routes within the City are 10 mph.  The speed limit on all trails within the City shall be 35 mph, unless otherwise posted – referenced by approved City snowmobile map.

4. Snowmobile Clubs will cooperatively sign the speed limits on the trail & routes within the City.

Carried on a voice vote, 5-0.  A public hearing will be scheduled in the near future.

Presley/Peterson motioned to accept Lt. Verges’ resignation with regrets.  Carried.

Chief Sonntag apologized to the Council who are not on the Public Safety Committee for neglecting to share the detailed information surrounding the used squad car purchase to replace the very old squad.  Chief could no longer justify the increasing costs of maintenance and repair.  Chief worked with the Public Safety Committee in the search for a reconditioned squad.  The 2000 Crown Vic is a demo car which has been very well maintained and cared for.  The purchase price of $7,500 included all of the equipment on the car.  Some additional adaptation totaling approximately $1,300 will be completed.
Chief responded to Mark Chrouser’s inquiry as to the status of the old blue squad by replying that the department will see what it can receive for the old car,.

Mayor Fahl appointed Sue Laurila to replace Joy Ann Diefenbach, who did not seek reappointment, to the Phillips’ Library Board.

Chair of Public Works’ Linda Johnson, reported that a new roof and a new UV system for treatment of sewage are in progress. The old furnace / air conditioning unit, which never worked properly, is being replaced at Kaempfer’s (the contractor’s) expense.  Several positive comments have been received regarding the 4th of July fireworks.  Fundraising has been started for the Pavilion in Elk Lake Park.  The BPW proposes selling tiles at specific dollar amounts with donor’s names as part of the fundraising effort for the matching funds the City must raise.
The Mayor read and displayed a certificate of appreciation recognizing the City’s partnership with NTC and also one from WI Department of Transportation for investing in traffic safety. A competition, which ended June 29, 2006, qualifies the City for a chance in a lottery for extra grants of $4,000.  The Traffic safety involved seat belt violation tickets, warning citations and reports.
Mayor Fahl is available in the City offices on Monday and Thursday following lunch.

Presley/Reinke motioned for adjournment.  Meeting adjourned at 8:04 P.M.
