COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 7:00 P.M.   Those present included:

Peterson/Chrouser motioned to recommend passage of the minutes as written for the July 11, 2006 Council meeting.  Carried.

Presley/Chrouser motioned to approve the payment of the vouchers in the total amount of $408.263.77.  Carried.

Presley/Johnson motioned to approve the condominium drawings displaying the Red Pines Property as 6 condominium units, allowing Al Jesunas to file the plat drawings with Price County Register of Deeds.  Carried.
Presley/Johnson motioned to approve the Phillips’ Fire Department to use funds from the Fire Truck Savings Account for the immediate costs for radios for the Department’s purchase of radios, of which 75% will be repaid by a matching grant.  Carried.

Committee Reports:

Linda Johnson reported for the Board of Public Works/The Phillips’ Chamber/ First Impressions Committee.  Cathy Moritz met with the BPW and discussed a list of concerns.  A meeting with the DOT’s Brad Kimball is being sought for preliminary approval of an intersection on Hwy 13 North for the Business Park.  The Argyle Street project is moving along well.  The Phillips’ Chamber First Impressions meeting raised discussion and questions regarding the City’s ordinances for grass and weed removal of the sidewalks, building permit questions, the Phillips’ IDC signage and more inviting, attractive signage for the City.
Jay Reinke reported for the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee.  The Committee reviewed the budget comparison report. The departments will be preparing budgets.  The Committee is looking at mid to late September to start the budget process.  A budget delivery goal is Oct 31st instead of November.

Mark Chrouser reported for the Public Safety Committee and Central Price County Ambulance Committee.  The new used squad is up and running.  Applications are coming in pretty well for the part-time and Lieutenant open job positions. The Ambulance Committee has one unit that is having problems.  They went with the cheapest vehicle and it’s expensive to keep it running.  The Committee is looking for a good unit now.  The Ambulance Service is having some collection difficulties and the structure of the Service is under review by the Committee.
The Mayor reported that there may be a special meeting of the Planning Commission to discuss the full potential of the Commission.

City Attorney Bruce Marshall, a Phillips’ Library Board member, reported that the library had its largest month of circulation ever in July.  The Library’s Summer Program went very well.  The Board is also looking at MORE – additional outside financing may make membership in the program an affordable expense.
Presley/Chrouser motioned for adjournment.  Meeting adjourned at 7:38 P.M.
