COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

………of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the Council Room of Municipal Hall on September 14, 2006.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 7:03 P.M.  Those present included:

1st Aldermanic District  Jayson Reinke and Mark Chrouser

2nd Aldermanic District  Linda Johnson and Charles Peterson

3rd Aldermanic District   Elvis Presley and Dorothy Hanish

City Attorney:  Bruce A. Marshall

Clerk-Treasurer:  Mary M. Willett

Others: Jo Hick, John Hendricks, David Sonntag, and Ryan Stutzman.

Presley/Chrouser motioned to accept the minutes of the August 8, 2006 Council meeting.  Carried.
Reinke/Johnson motioned to approve payment of the vouchers in the total amount of $804,161.12, as recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee. Carried.

Petitions were presented by Clerk Willett on behalf of the petitioner, Paul Tolbert.  119 signatures were verified for the direct legislation petition.  142 signatures were verified for the advisory petition.
City Attorney Bruce Marshall said for the purposes of a time frame, the letter from the petitioner – 09/07/2006 – will serve as the initial date for the Clerk to respond.  The Council may approve or deny.  Case law presents a third option:  not appropriate to act on because this legislation already exists.  Direct legislation cannot supplant existing legislation.

Mark Chrouser read the direct legislation petition:

“I, the undersigned, request that the attached ordinance, without alteration, be adopted by the Common Council or referred to a vote of the electors of the City of Phillips, Price County, Wisconsin.  I reside in the City of Phillips, Wisconsin, and I am eligible to vote in said city.”

 Mr. Chrouser/ Mrs. Hanish then motioned that a letter to the petitioner from the Clerk needs to state the reason the petition cannot be acted upon is that the matter has already been legislated upon and it is illegal to proceed.  On a voice vote:  Mark Chrouser:  Yes, Dorothy Hanish:  Yes, Linda Johnson:  Yes, Jayson Reinke:  Yes, Charles Peterson:  Yes, Elvis Presley:  Yes.  Carried 6-0.

Mayor Fahl read the petition seeking an advisory referendum aloud:

“We the undersigned residents of the City of Phillips, Wisconsin do hereby petition the common council to hold a referendum voter before pursuing any construction of a Speculation Building, a Pavilion or an alternate entrance to the North City Business Park.  We believe that any of these projects would not be in the best interest of the taxpayers of Phillips at this time.”

 Counsel advised there is enough time to place it on the ballot for the November election. 

Chrouser/Hanish motioned to take the advisory referendum petition to the November election ballot as an advisory referendum.  Carried.

Presley/Hanish motioned to make the requests into 3 separate ballot questions.

On a voice vote:  Elvis Presley:  Yes, Dorothy Hanish:  Yes, Mark Chrouser:  Yes, Linda Johnson:  Yes, Jayson Reinke:  Yes, and Charles Peterson:  Yes.  Carried 6-0.

Mark Chrouser and Jay Reinke worked on preparing referendum questions and they then read the following for consideration by the Council:
REFERENDUM QUESTIONS:

1.) Currently, the City of Phillips is not using taxes paid by individual property taxpayers to fund the Elk Lake Park Pavilion, the North Business Park alternative access, and a Speculation (Spec) Building.

Do you want to change this practice & use taxes paid by individual property taxpayers to fund these projects?

JOINT POWERS AGREEMENT

COUNTY 9-1-1 EMERGENCY SYSTEM

WHEREAS, Price County and the municipalities located within the boundaries of Price County
have implemented an Emergency 9-1-1 System for the purposes of providing emergency
services to residents and visitors of these municipalities, including fire fighting, law enforcement,
ambulance, medical and other emergency services; and

WHEREAS, §146.70(9), Wis. Stats., “Joint Powers Agreement,” requires that in implementing a
9-1-1 system as has been done in Price County, municipalities shall annually enter into a Joint
Powers Agreement, which Agreement shall be applicable on a daily basis and which shall provide
that if an emergency services vehicle is dispatched in response to a request through the Price
County 9-1-1 System, such vehicle shall render its services to the persons needing the services,
regardless of whether the vehicle is operating outside the vehicle’s normal jurisdictional
boundaries.

THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises, agreements, and conditions contained
herein, it is hereby jointly agreed between Price County and the City of Phillips, “municipality,” as
follows:

1. That effective December 1, 2006, this Agreement shall, therefore, be applicable on a
daily basis from said date through November 30, 2007.

2. That if an emergency services vehicle operated by the municipality, or operated by
an agency with which the municipality contracts for that particular emergency service,
is dispatched in response to a request through the Price County emergency 9-1-1
System, such vehicle (whether owned and operated by the municipality or by the
agency) shall render its services to the persons needing the services, regardless of
whether the vehicle is operating outside the vehicle’'s normal jurisdictional (or as
defined by contract) boundaries.

3. That a copy of this Agreement shall be filed with the State Department of Justice, as
required by §146.70(9)(c), Wis. Stats.

       Presley/Hanish motioned to approve the Liability Release form for Copps’ (Roundy’s) Parking Lot/City of Phillips’ alley.  Carried.  This release will be signed once the work is completed and the Public Works Director Staroba approves of the work and signs off.

Committee Reports:

Police Chief David Sonntag reported that Officer Clapero has been in Illinois working on the Marshfield Clinic case and the arrests will be forthcoming.  Saturday 30, 2006 will be the Assessment procedures for the part-time officer applicants.  The Lt. position applicants will be assessed in mid-October.

Linda Johnson reported that the Chamber is preparing for Fall Fest.  Public Works is working on an additional crosswalk on Highway 13 near Avon Avenue, and it is going well. 

The October 10th Council meeting will begin with a public hearing.
