COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

………of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the Council Room of Municipal Hall on December 12, 2006.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 7:00 P.M.  Those present included:

Presley/Reinke motioned to call the public hearing to order to receive comments and discuss the proposed City of Phillips Municipal Bond Schedule.  Carried.
Presley/Peterson motioned to close the public hearing.  Carried.

Presley/Reinke motioned to adopt the new bond schedule as presented by Chief David Sonntag and Cit Attorney Bruce Marshall. On a voice vote:  Carried 5-0.

Mayor Fahl read a thank you received by the City from Mike Longfield for the flowers they received for his father-in-law’s funeral.
Mayor Fahl discussed the presentation of the petition by the homeowners near Hilgy’s LP at the October meeting.  As a City, it is not our decision to decide if we want a business there – the business is pre-existing. If Hilgy’s is cited for a violation, the City has no authority to do anything.  Neither leak incident endangered the public safety.  Unless a state of municipal ordinance is violated, there is no authority.  This does not mean that the City can’t have a public education.  Mr. Presley suggested that the Mayor could check with the Price County Emergency Management Director Jeff Hein to make sure current qualifications are being met.  Presley stated that then the City would have completed its obligation.
Chief Sonntag said the tanks are not causing the problems.  The truck and the shut down valve on the truck created the problem – the odor and not the gas itself was leaking.

Reinke/Presley motioned to approve the minutes of the November 14, 2006 meeting.  Carried.

Presley/Hanish motioned to approve the payment of vouchers in the total amount of $612,304.58 as recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee.  Carried.

Presley/Hanish motioned to approve the contract for the Police Lieutenant.  Carried on a voice vote:  5-0.

The oath of office was administered by Clerk Willett to Michael Hauschild at 7:43 P.M.

Presley/Hanish motioned to authorize the Chief Sonntag to hire Bryan Vergin as a part-time officer, contingent upon a one week review of process/procedures regarding the hire by the City Attorney.  On a voice vote, carried 4-1, with Linda Johnson voting No.
Presley/Reinke motioned to approve Resolution #1079 Budget Amendment.  Carried.

Presley/Johnson motioned to approve Resolution #1080 Combining Wards for Spring and Fall Elections.  Carried.

Presley/Johnson motioned to adjourn.  Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 7:59 P.M.
