The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 6:03 P.M.  Those present included:

Lisa Desotelle presented the 2005 GASB City Audit as prepared by WIPFLI.

Presley/Peterson motioned to accept the 2005 City audit.  Carried.

Mayor Fahl handed out his written veto of the Common Council’s action to hire Bryan Vergin.  Elvis Presley made a motion to override the veto.  Motion died for lack of a second.
