The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 7:04 P.M.  Those present included:

Others: Laddy Hlavacek, David Sonntag., Terry Nussberger, Bryan Vergin, Frank Dusek, Gail Huycke and Kim Bakken.
Mayor Fahl announced that the Council meetings have been informal of late, and that Robert’s Rules of Order will be followed with members raising a hand to be recognized before speaking.  The Council meeting will be following this order.

Mayor Fahl introduced appointment nominees Laddy Hlavacek (District 1 Council) and Patti Wenzel (Library Board).  
Reinke/Peterson motioned to confirm the appointment of Patti Wenzel to the Library Board.  Carried.  

City Attorney Marshall researched the possibility of conflict of interest with committee/board appointments for members and reported that Mr. Hlavacek may serve on the Ambulance Board if he recuses himself from any votes which have any personal pecuniary interest.
Hanish/Johnson motioned to confirm the appointment of Laddy Hlavacek to the City Council. On a voice vote, the motion carried unanimously.

Mary Willett administered the oath of office to Mr. Hlavacek.

Terry Nussberger introduced himself and confirmed that he will act as City Counsel when Bruce Marshall is not available.

Hanish/Presley motioned to approve the minutes of the December 12, 2006.  Carried.
January 31, 2007, 5:00 P.M., was set for the full council to interview applicants for the Water/Wastewater position.

Reinke/Presley motioned to approve the payment of vouchers as recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee in the amount of $332,833.58.  Carried.

Frank Dusek displayed the drawing & survey of the 1998 deed and access easement.  Hanish/Johnson motioned to approve the 99 year lease of the land with the right of reversion clause to the City if the Chapparals fail to use the facility as storage by the Lions, the Phillips’ Chamber, if the Chapparals disband & there is no successor club. Carried.

At 7:36 P.m., Presley/Hanish motioned to convene into closed session.  On a voice vote, the motion carried unanimously.

At 8:08 P.M., Johnson/Peterson motioned to reconvene into open session.  On a voice vote, the motion carried unanimously.

Presley/Reinke motioned to hire Bryan Vergin as the new part-time officer. On a voice vote, carried 6-0.

Presley/Peterson motioned to raise Barbara Revak’s salary $1/hour, effective January 1, 2007, and to adopt the new job title of Deputy Clerk Treasurer II with the job description to be formally adopted at the February 2007 regular meeting.  On a voice vote, carried 6-0.
Presley/Hanish motioned to move forward the adoption process for the Municipal Bond Schedule (Ordinance 25.04) as presented, and to proceed to a public hearing.  Carried.
Johnson/Hanish motioned to approve the CDBG Housing contract.  Carried.
Johnson/Peterson approved the Ayres Associates contract as presented for the engineering/design/facilitator work for the proposed north Highway 13 intersection.  Carried.

Gail Huycke present the EDS (Economic Development Study/Plan) as processed by the Council in past, progressive meetings.  Johnson/Reinke motioned to approve the EDS as written.  Carried.

Presley/Johnson motioned to adjourn.  Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 8:56 P.M.
