COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

………of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the Council Room of Municipal Hall on February 13, 2007.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 7:00 P.M.  Those present included:

1st Aldermanic District:  Jayson Reinke and Laddy Hlavacek
2nd Aldermanic District:  Linda Johnson and Charles Peterson

3rd Aldermanic District:   Elvis Presley and Dorothy Hanish

Clerk-Treasurer:  Mary M. Willett
Also present at the meeting were:  Tim Gould, Fred Krenzke, Kim Bakken, John Hendricks, David Sonntag, Ken Jonas, Patrick Beringer, and Terry Staroba.
Presley/Hanish motioned to approve the minutes of the January 9th and 31st council meetings.  Carried.
Rose Teal was presented as the new library board appointee.  Hanish/Presley motioned to confirm the appointment of Rose Teal.  Carried.

Presley/Johnson motioned to pay the vouchers totaling $487.363.40, as recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee.  Carried.
Ken Jonas presented the request by the Wisconsin DNR to test deer heads for CWD using the Municipal Building facilities, as well as a DSL line.  Johnson/Reinke motioned to approve the working arrangement with the DNR to use the facility for $75 per day of use, and that the DNR can move forward with their plans for utilizing the Municipal Building space.

Johnson/Presley motioned to rescind the previous approval for the CDBG contract with NWRP.   Carried.

Johnson/Presley motioned to accept the new NWRP contract for the 2006 $500,000 CDBG with the side contact included which allows the City to have expenses incurred which are directly related to the CDBG, repaid to the City by NWRP.  Carried.

Ordinance 25.04 needs to be noticed and have a public hearing scheduled.

Johnson/Peterson motioned to start the bid process for the construction of the pavilion in Elk Lake Park.  On a voice vote, the motion carried by a vote of 4-2, with Mr. Presley and Mr. Hlavacek voting no.

Johnson/Presley motioned to pay Mr. Thomas Blomer $2,500 moving expenses, as has been the practice of the City for every professional hired which has moved to the City for their position. Carried.

Presley/Peterson motioned to accept the job description as presented for the Deputy Clerk/Treasurer II position.  Carried unanimously.

Presley/Hanish motioned to adjourn.  Carried. Meeting adjourned at 8:30 P.M.
