Johnson/Hanish motioned to approve the minutes of the May 8, 2007 council meeting.  Carried.

Reinke/Presley motioned to approve payment of the vouchers totaling $333,325.92 as recommended by the personnel-budget-finance committee.  Carried.

Hlavacek/Johnson motioned to approve Resolution #1084 approving the Mark Norwick land division.  Carried.

Hlavacek/Reinke motioned to approve Resolution #1085 approving the Rick Larson extraterritorial land division.  Carried.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to approve the issuance of the Class B Retail Combination Licenses  to Elvis A Presley, Club 13 Restaurant & Lounge, LLC, KLST, LLC., VFW Frank & Michael Baran Post #5778, Charles K. Hahn, Logger’s Café and Pizzeria, LLC., Harbor View of Phillips, Inc., KAC North, Inc., and Silmark, Inc.  On a voice vote, the motioned carried 5-0-1 with Elvis Presley abstaining from the vote.

Johnson/Presley motioned to approve the issuance of the Class A Retail Combination Licenses to The Copps Corporation, Ruthann J. Rehberg, Riiser Oil Company, Inc., Krist Oil Company, Inc., and Haynes Enterprise Limited.  Carried.

Johnson/Presley motioned to approve the issuance of the Class A Retail Fermented Malt Licenses to Ferne I. and Steven M. Thaler and the Flambo Corporation.  Carried.

Presley/Hanish motioned to approve the issuance of the Class A Retail Liquor License to Kevin D. Chapman.  Carried.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to approve the contract for the articulation of the agreement with Canadian National Railroad, design and coordination with borings for water-sewer lines with PUSH and the condition that the contract will not exceed $7,000.  On a voice vote:  Presley – no, Hanish – yes, Peterson – yes, Johnson – yes, Reinke – yes, Hlavacek – No, 4-2 carried.
Presley/Peterson motioned to send the Fire Codes as presented to public hearing at the July 10, 2007 council meeting.  Carried.

Presley/Hlavacek motioned to approve Resolution #1086 authorizing the sale of 2.4 acres in the Industrial Park to Carl Marschke for $17,800 as recommended by the Phillips Industrial Development Commission with the stipulation that Mr. Marschke obtain an excavation permit from the City of Phillips and provide an engineered plan of the property to the City of Phillips. Carried.

The meeting to interview the finalists for the Water/Wastewater Supervisor position was set for Wednesday June 20, 2007 for 5:00 p.m.

A Thank You note was received and read from the Phillips’ Day Care by Mayor Fahl.
