COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

………of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the Council Room of Municipal Hall on August 14, 2007.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 7:01 P.M.  Those present included:

1st Aldermanic District:  Jayson Reinke 
2nd Aldermanic District:  Linda Johnson and Charles Peterson

3rd Aldermanic District:   Elvis Presley and Dorothy Hanish
City Attorney:  Bruce Marshall
Deputy Clerk-Treasurer:  Mary M. Willett

Also present at the meeting were: John Hendricks, Bronson Thalacker, Terry Staroba, Michael Hauschild, Patti Wenzel, Fred Krenzke, and Roseanne Crowns.
Hanish/Reinke motioned to approve the minutes of the previous council meetings of July 10th, 24th and 28th and August 3rd, 2007.  Carried.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to authorize the payment of the vouchers as recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee for $381,583.51.  Carried.

Johnson/Reinke motioned to approve the payment of the Trojan UV invoice for the withheld 10% balance due of $4,780.00.  Carried.

Lt. Hauschild informed the Council that the two part-time officer positions had been posted with a deadline for applications set at September 14, 2007.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to accept the bid tab as presented by Ayres Associates as correct and to award the contract for the Elk Lake Pavilion to the lowest bidder to Huotari Construction.  On a voice vote, the motion carried 4-1, with Mr. Presley voting no.
Lt. Hauschild informed the council that Officer Clapero had received the Wisconsin Traffic Safety Award.  One officer per region received the award (there are 7 regions in the state).

Clerk Mary Willett explained the process for the City to qualify for the expenditure restraint funds for 2007, payable in the summer/fall of 2008.  If the budget is amended to decrease by .01%, the City of Phillips will qualify for the payment of approximately $45,000 in additional funding.  Clerk Willett explained she will work with the departments to bring forward a budget amendment for the September council meeting.

Johnson/Reinke motioned to accept the operator’s license procedure with the clarification of the habitual offender language.  Carried.  

Operator License Issuance Policy

1. Background checks shall be done on all applicants of Operator’s Licenses.

2. Applicant shall apply for Operator’s License 5 days in advance of issuance to allow the City of Phillips to conduct background checks.

3. Temporary license can be issued by the Clerk-Treasurer’s office and revoked at any time by said office once the background check has been completed and compared with the application information.

Reason’s for denial:

1. Habitual offender of alcohol related charges (which shall include any violation of federal, state, county or municipal laws).

2. Definition of Habitual offender shall be:

a. Conviction upon four (4) alcohol related charges within the five (5) years immediately preceding the application; OR  

b. Conviction upon 5 alcohol related charges at anytime in the applicant’s lifetime.

3. Purposely omitting convictions on application.
Johnson/Peterson motioned to accept and adopt the Wisconsin DNR Compliance Assurance Plan for 2007 submission to DNR as presented.  Carried.

Roseanne Crowns approached the podium to address the council regarding the amended bill she and her husband received as Central State Signing following a water leak at their property.  Ms. Crowns was seeking greater relief than that offered by the Board of Public Works.  Johnson/Hanish motioned to adjust the water bill further by adopting Option #1 for both bills to reduce the total bill to $502.55.  On a voice vote carried 3-2:  Reinke: No, Hanish: Yes, Presley: No, Peterson: Yes, Johnson:  Yes.

Johnson/Reinke motioned to adjourn.  Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
