The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 7:00 P.M.  Those present included:

Also present at the meeting were: David Sonntag, Terry Staroba, Bronson Thalacker, John Hendricks, David Shipley, Wendy Rodewald and Patti Wenzel.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to approve the minutes of the Council meetings of October 9th & 23rd, 2007, as presented.  Carried.
Reinke/Johnson motioned to pay the vouchers in total amount of $240,529.79 as recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee.  Carried.

Hanish/Peterson motioned to approve and pay the request for the Elk Lake Pavilion Change Order #1 for $26,912.00.  The motion carried 5-1, with Elvis Presley opposing.

Hlavacek/Johnson motioned to accept the 2008 Health Partners health insurance quote proposal from Hedlund Insurance Agency in Medford, Wisconsin as the City of Phillips’ health insurance for 2008 calendar year.  The motion carried 5-1, with Elvis Presley opposing.

Presley/Peterson motioned to adopt Resolution #1093, regarding the 911 agreement with Price County.  Carried.

RESOLUTION #1093

JOINT POWERS AGREEMENT
COUNTY 9-1-1 EMERGENCY SYSTEM

WHEREAS, Price County and the municipalities located within the boundaries of Price County
have implemented an Emergency 9-1-1 System for the purposes of providing emergency
services to residents and visitors of these municipalities, including fire fighting, law enforcement,
ambulance, medical and other emergency services; and

WHEREAS, §146.70(9), Wis. Stats., “Joint Powers Agreement,” requires that in implementing a
9-1-1 system as has been done in Price County, municipalities shall annually enter into a Joint
Powers Agreement, which Agreement shall be applicable on a daily basis and which shall provide
that if an emergency services vehicle is dispatched in response to a request through the Price
County 9-1-1 System, such vehicle shall render its services to the persons needing the services,
regardless of whether the vehicle is operating outside the vehicle’s normal jurisdictional
boundaries.

THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises, agreements, and conditions contained
herein, it is hereby jointly agreed between Price County and the City of Phillips, “municipality,” as
follows:

1. That effective December 1, 2007, this Agreement shall, therefore, be applicable on a
daily basis from said date through November 30, 2008.

2. That if an emergency services vehicle operated by the municipality, or operated by
an agency with which the municipality contracts for that particular emergency service,
is dispatched in response to a request through the Price County emergency 9-1-1
System, such vehicle (whether owned and operated by the municipality or by the
agency) shall render its services to the persons needing the services, regardless of
whether the vehicle is operating outside the vehicle’s normal jurisdictional (or as
defined by contract) boundaries.

3. That a copy of this Agreement shall be filed with the State Department of Justice, as
required by §146.70(9)(c), Wis. Stats.

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City Attorney Bruce Marshall reported that he had researched the request for a subcontract with the City of Phillips with William West, d.b.a. Blue Iris.  Bill has performed this service for the City of Phillips in the past and then the City turned around and charged the impacted industries for his services in water and sewer consulting work.  Hanish/Johnson motioned to approve a subcontract with William West d.b.a. Blue Iris, subject to a 7 day approval by the City Attorney.
At 8:00 p.m., Mayor Fahl called Fire Chief Jim Pisca to obtain budget figure information for the 2008 City of Phillips budget.  The call was concluded at 8:06 p.m.

Presley/Hanish motioned to approve the preliminary City of Phillips’ 2008 budget for $634,151 and to send it to public hearing for the Council meeting on December 11, 2007.  Carried.

Peterson/Presley motioned to authorize Price County to prepare the LUCA Census Collection Data for the City of Phillips.  Carried.

Johnson/Peterson motioned to adjourn the meeting.  Carried.  The City Council meeting adjourned at 8:28 p.m.
