COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

………of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the Council Room of Municipal Hall on December 11, 2007.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 7:02 p.m.  Those present included:

1st Aldermanic District:  Jayson Reinke and Laddy Hlavacek
2nd Aldermanic District:  Linda Johnson and Charles Peterson

3rd Aldermanic District:   Elvis Presley and Dorothy Hanish
City Attorney:  Bruce Marshall
Clerk-Treasurer:  Mary M. Willett and Barb Revak

Also present at the meeting were: David Sonntag, Terry Staroba, Bronson Thalacker, John Hendricks, Brad Dehmlow, Joe Perkins, Bonnie Carlson and Karl Pippenger.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to open the public hearing for the CDBG at 7:05 p.m.  Carried on a unanimous voice vote.

Bonnie Carlson of Northwest Regional Planning, who administers the City of Phillips’ CDBG program, presented the statistical details of the program to date.  The program has been very successful thus far with less than $150,000 available of the almost $500,000 of new funds injected into the program last year.  The available funds need to be expended by the end of June 2008 to be utilized in the program for Phillips’ revolving loan fund. There does not appear to be any problems meeting this goal.

Karl Pippenger asked questions regarding a downtown property with an upstairs apartment as to whether the property would qualify for CDBG loans.  Bonnie Carlson advised him to meet with her following the meeting to go over details and begin the applicable processes.

Reinke/Johnson motioned to close the CDBG public hearting at 7:21 p.m.  Motion was carried by a unanimous voice vote of the council.

No action was needed by the council following the public hearing.  The public hearing itself met the requirements of the CDBG program.

Hlavacek/Peterson motioned to open the public hearing for the City of Phillips’ proposed budget at 7:22 p.m.
No public comments were received.

Council members and Mayor Fahl detailed a few changes in the budget, with Barb Revak implementing the details on the computer in the Council Room.

Reinke/Hanish motioned to close the public hearing for the city’s budget.  Carried.

Reinke/Hanish motioned to approve the 2008 City of Phillips’ budget as amended and approved a levy of $634,151. Carried on a 5-1 vote, with Councilman Presley opposing.

Johnson/Peterson motioned to approve the minutes of the November 13, 2007 common council meeting. Carried.

Reinke/Hanish motioned to approve the vouchers totaling $204,675.85 as recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee.  Motion carried on a 5-1 vote, with Mr. Presley opposing.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to adopt Resolution #1095 approving the TID amendments as approved and proposed by the Phillips’ Planning Commission following the public hearing on November 14, 2007.  The Resolution was adopted and carried on a voice vote of 5-1, with Mr. Presley opposing.

RESOLUTION #1095

A RESOLUTION APPROVING A PROJECT PLAN AMENDMENT FOR

TAX INCREMENT DISTRICT NO. 4 OF THE

City of PHILLIPS, WISCONSIN AND

MAKING CERTAIN FINDINGS WITH RESPECT THERETO

WHEREAS, Tax Increment District No. 4 (the "District") of the City of Phillips, Wisconsin (the "City") was created by the City pursuant to a project plan dated September 12, 1995 (the "Project Plan"), as an "industrial district" based on a finding that not less than 50% by area of the real property in the District is suitable for industrial sites within the meaning of Section 66.1101 of the Wisconsin Statutes and has been zoned for industrial use; 

WHEREAS, under the provisions of Sections 66.1105(6)(f) and 66.1105(4)(h) of the Wisconsin Statutes, a plan commission may, by resolution, adopt an amendment to a project plan, subject to the approval of the local legislative body and the joint review board, to allocate positive tax increments generated by a tax incremental district to another tax incremental district; 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 66.1105(4)(h)1. of the Wisconsin Statutes, the plan commission of the City (the "Plan Commission") prepared Project Plan Amendment No. 2 (previously entitled and approved by the Plan Commission as Project Plan Amendment No. 1) (the "Project Plan Amendment"), to allocate positive tax increments generated by the District to Tax Incremental District No. 3 of the City ("TID No. 3");

WHEREAS, the Common Council hereby finds that the City meets the conditions for such an allocation amendment; as follows:

a.
The District and TID No. 3 have the same overlying taxing jurisdictions;

b.
TID No. 3 was created upon a finding that not less than 50 percent, by area, of the real property within TID No. 3 is blighted; and

c.
The District will have excess positive tax increments after satisfaction of all its current year debt service and project cost obligations;

WHEREAS, the Project Plan, as amended by the Project Plan Amendment, includes (a) a statement listing the kind, number and location of all proposed public works or improvements within the District, as amended; (b) an economic feasibility study; (c) a detailed list of estimated project costs; (d) a description of the methods of financing all estimated project costs and the time when the costs or monetary obligations related thereto are to be incurred; (e) a map showing existing boundaries, uses and conditions of real property in the District; (f) a map showing proposed boundaries, improvements and uses in the District; (g) proposed changes in zoning ordinances, the City's master plan, map, building codes or ordinances; (h) a list of estimated non-project costs; (i) a statement of the proposed method for the relocation of any persons being displaced; (j) a statement indicating how amendment of the District promotes orderly development of the City and (k) a legal opinion advising that the Project Plan Amendment is complete and complies with Section 66.1105 of the Wisconsin Statutes;

WHEREAS, on November 14, 2007, the Plan Commission held a public hearing at which all interested parties were afforded a reasonable opportunity to express their views on the District and the proposed Project Plan Amendment;

WHEREAS, on November 14, 2007, the Plan Commission duly adopted a resolution (the "Adopting Resolution") which adopted the Project Plan Amendment and recommended and submitted it to this Common Council for approval; and

WHEREAS, the Project Plan Amendment, the Project Plan, as amended, and certified copies of the Adopting Resolution have been presented to this Common Council and reviewed by City staff and counsel to the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Common Council of the City of Phillips, Wisconsin, that:

Section 1.   Approval of Project Plan Amendment.  The Project Plan is hereby amended pursuant to and as set forth in Project Plan Amendment No. 2 for the District attached as Appendix A hereto and incorporated herein by reference (the "Project Plan Amendment").  The Project Plan Amendment is hereby approved pursuant to Sections 66.1105(6)(f) and 66.1105(4)(h)1. of the Wisconsin Statutes.

Section 2.  Feasibility of Project Plan.  Based on the information set forth in the Project Plan Amendment, including the economic feasibility report which is a part of such Project Plan Amendment, this Common Council finds and determines that the Project Plan Amendment is feasible.

Section 3.  Conformity with Master Plan.  Based on the information set forth in the Project Plan Amendment, this Common Council hereby finds and determines that the Project Plan Amendment is in conformity with the master plan of the City.
