COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

………of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the Council Room of Municipal Hall on March 11, 2008.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 7:03 p.m.  Those present included:

1st Aldermanic District:  Jayson Reinke and Laddy Hlavacek

2nd Aldermanic District:  Linda Johnson and Chuck Peterson 

3rd Aldermanic District:   Elvis Presley and Dorothy Hanish

City Attorney:  Bruce Marshall

Also in attendance were Mary Feranec and Tyler Feranec.

Hlavacek/Reinke motioned to approve and adopt the minutes as presented from the February 12, 2008 Common Council meeting.   Carried unanimously.

Hlavacek/Presley motioned to approve payment if the vouchers in the amount of $598,398.25, withholding payment of $2,191.20 to Overhead Door as recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee.  Carried unanimously.

Reinke/Johnson motioned to adopt Resolution #1098, stating that the City of Phillips was not negligent in the claim made on December 24, 2007.  Carried by a voice vote:  Laddy Hlavacek:  yes, Jay Reinke:  yes, Linda Johnson:  yes, Chuck Peterson:  yes, and Dorothy Hanish:  yes.  The motion carried 5-0, with Elvis Presley abstaining and Counsel Bruce Marshall refraining from making any legal advice to the City because he represents Elvis and Belinda Presley.  

Resolution #1098

BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Phillips has received the Notice of Claim of bodily injury due to a slip and fall incident on South Avon Street by Belinda Presley on December 24, 2007, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Common Council of the City of Phillips disallows the claim for damages – following the investigation by Midwest Claims Service, no negligence was found on behalf of the City of Phillips.  Additionally, the City of Phillips is entitled to governmental immunity for the natural accumulation of ice and snow; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED,  a copy of this resolution will be mailed by certified mail to Belinda Presley, with a copy to Midwest Claims Service, Inc.; and

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED that no action can be brought against the City of Phillips in regard to this claim after six months from the date of service of this notice upon Belinda Presley, pursuant to Section 893.80(1g) of the Wisconsin State Statutes.

Mayor Fahl announced his appointments to the Library Board and the Planning Commission:  Kathy Wilke replaces Kathy Rominske on the Library Board (one Phillips’ position still remains open), and Deanna Hertlein is appointed as 1st alternate to the Planning Commission (a 2nd alternate slot on the Planning Commission remains open).

The Mayor and Council reviewed the 2007 Work Plan for the Phillips’ Economic Development Plan and also updated the overall plan to include the goals for the 2008 calendar year.

John Hendricks has officially given his letter of resignation to the Library Board, and his last day will be May 16, 2008.  The application and job description have been approved and posted.  Applications are being accepted by April 1, 2008.

Laddy Hlavacek reported that the Central Price County Ambulance is keeping the jaws-of-life and is working with Prentice firemen on a joint training.  Additional EMT’s are being hired.

Attorney Bruce Marshall has submitted a request to the Government Accountability Board for an opinion regarding conflict of interest and ethics code issues, and is waiting for an opinion.

Clerk Mary Willett contacted NWRP director Myron Schuster and requested NWRP consider offering the training for Planning Commission that is currently being offered by SWRPC.  Mr. Schuster reportedly is looking to hire the same individuals to offer the training in NW Wisconsin.  Planning Commission members would receive training and manual that outlines responsibilities and what is and is not considered when deliberating on planning commission requests.

Hanish/Johnson motioned to adjourn.  Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 7:55 p.m.
