The motion carried with a unanimous vote.
Hlavacek/Presley motioned to approve the contract changes with Waste Management which provides for residential/recyclable pick up one day a week - Wednesdays – in exchange for the income collected by the City for the garbage stickers for the balance of the present contract which expires in July 2010 – commencing on Wednesday July 2nd.  The motion carried unanimously. 

 The City will no longer pick up garbage after Thursday June 26th.

Mayor Fahl presented the Economic Development Plan – 2008 tasks to the Council and each item was discussed and the responsible parties were examined for each task.  The economic development plan is a continuing reference and working document.

City Attorney Bruce Marshall revisited the request from Evelyn Schwartz regarding a piece of city property adjacent to hers.  Mr. Marshall will examine the vacate process, wherein the property would be divided 50/50 to adjacent landowners.  There is no opportunity for the City to sell the property – takings.

Mr. Marshall also addressed a request of Council to review the abandonment of Linden Street to examine the possibility of a wider turn from the alley onto Lake Avenue.  There was no special language of “abandoned with” or “even with” or an accompanying map with the Quit Claim Deed that was recorded.  There is no language in the resolution accompanying the quit claim deed process as it progressed through the City’s meetings on the matter.
Clerk Willett was directed to examine the official minutes, and BPW will review the safety and terms of the quit claim deed further.  It was stated that DOT does not like angled accesses.  It was mentioned that perhaps the Public Works Director will recommend a one way alley.

Presley/Peterson motioned to adjourn.  Carried.  Meeting officially adjourned at 8:03 p.m.
