COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

………of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the Council Room of Municipal Hall on July 8, 2008.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 7:02 p.m.  Those present included:

1st Aldermanic District:  Jayson Reinke and Laddy Hlavacek

2nd Aldermanic District:  Linda Johnson and Chuck Peterson 
3rd Aldermanic District:   Elvis Presley and Dorothy Hanish

City Attorney:  Bruce Marshall

Clerk-Treasurer:  Mary M. Willett 

Police Chief:  David Sonntag (7:43 p.m.)

Public Works Director:  Terry Staroba

Librarian:  Rebecca Smith

Belinda Presley, Jennie-Lynn Krauter, Tiffany Stenerson, Julianne Briske, Laura Briske, Sue Mergen and John Vlach.

Presley/Hlavacek motioned to approve the minutes as presented of the June 10th, 2008 Common Council meeting.  Carried.

Sue Mergen presented information about the Triathlon Phillips Chain of Lakes Triathlon which will be held the Saturday July 12th and which will be utilizing the new pavilion in Elk Lake Park.  100 people have registered.  The Phillips Swimming Pool Association will benefit from the proceeds this year, and the group intends for this to become an annual event.  Ms. Mergen thanks the City for the cooperation she has received from the City in preparation of this event (law enforcement and public works).  Sue Mergen handed out pamphlets with additional information regarding the event.  Next year the group is planning a full triathlon and a shorter sprint version- with a kiddy event.
Johnson/Hanish motioned to approve the payment of the vouchers totaling $195,104.11 as recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee.  Carried.
Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee recommended to the Common Council the payment of the Overhead Door bill as negotiated by Jay Reinke – with $288 forgiven off of the total bill. Reinke motioned to pay Overhead Door the bill with adjusted negotiated amount.  Motion died for lack of a second.  Presley/Hlavacek motioned to not pay the bill to Overhead Door.  The motion to deny payment carried 4-2.
Tuesday August 12th at 8:00 p.m. was set for the public hearings related to the deer management plan and a city hunt.

Board of Public Works recommended to Council to approve the Ayres Associates contract to proceed with the process to provide for a direct Highway 13 access/intersection from the Business Park.  Laddy Hlavacek stated he would like to see a competitive bid – not just one bid – to ensure the contract is reasonable.  Elvis Presley stated he did not understand why the City of Phillips has always used Ayres Associates for its engineering.  
Elvis motioned to not approve the awarding of the contract until further information or other bids were considered.  Laddy Hlavacek seconded the motion.  On a voice vote:  Presley- yes, Hlavacek – yes, Hanish – no, Peterson – yes, Johnson – no, Reinke – no.  Mayor Fahl broke the 3-3 tie by voting yes.  The contract will return to the Board of Public Works for further review.
Reinke/Johnson motioned to accept the contract as presented for the Police Association Union contract.  Voice vote:  Johnson – yes, Reinke – yes, Hlavacek – yes, Peterson – yes, with duress, Hanish – yes, Presley – yes.  Motion for acceptance of the Police Union Contract passed 6-0.

Reinke/Hlavacek motioned to offer all other nonunion employees a 3% raise retroactive to January 1, 2008.  The motion carried unanimously.

It was noted that the Public Works Union contract negotiation is ongoing.

Presley/Peterson motioned for adjournment.  Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 8:29 p.m.
