The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 7:00 P.M.  Those present included:

Presley/Hanish motioned to approve the August 12, 2008 minutes as presented.  Carried.

Presley/Hanish motioned to approve the payment of the vouchers totaling $559,957.38 as recommended by Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee. The motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Reinke/Peterson motioned to adopt Resolution #1102 authorizing an emergency rule for the controlled hunting of waterfowl in the W-1 Water Conservancy Zone.  The motion carried with Elvis Presley opposed.
Resolution #1102

Emergency Rule Resolution for the City of Phillips Waterfowl Hunt

The City of Phillips establishes the parameters for a legal waterfowl hunt within its W-1, Conservancy Zone:

Resolution #1102 provides a safe hunting zone within the City of Phillips City Limits. The zone encompasses the eastern most shore of Lake Duroy, starting at a point of land extending into Lake Duroy on the Northeast shore (known as the Price County Fair Grounds) and continuing in a straight line across the Southwest point of Squaw Island and following on a line to the Southeast shore of Lake Duroy to the opening of the bay, known as the Ice Channel (this would encompass the whole east shore of Lake Duroy behind the established line).

Additionally, this establishes a boundary for waterfowl hunting in the W-1 Conservancy Zone known as Squaw Creek to the North side of the culvert which crosses County Highway H (Behind the Industrial Park).

All applicable rules and regulation of the State of Wisconsin and the U.S. Fish and Wildlife migratory bird hunting regulations apply to this hunting zone.

Presley/Reinke motioned to adopt the Public Works’ Union contract as presented. Presley/Johnson motioned to revise the Police Union Contract language to remove the President of the Council from the grievance procedure (Section 7.02) as agreed upon in the mediation process.  The motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Reinke/Peterson motioned to reverse the liquor licenses approved by the City of Phillips for Jay Patrick’s Pub.  The party is no longer purchasing the property.  The motion carried with Elvis Presley abstaining from the vote.
Hanish/Presley motioned to approve the remittance of the required payments per the agreements between the City of Phillips and Heritage House Apartments, LLC and Al Stolen, Individual, as interpreted by the attorneys as recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee.  Carried.

Mayor Fahl explained the department process for the 2009 budget would start with the same budget total as the 2008 budget.  The 3% salary increases and the accompanying increases in costs derived from those coupled with the increases in fuel, energy, and insurance costs brings forward a deficit budget.
The meeting adjourned at 7:48 p.m.
