Special City Council Meeting of the Whole

October 23, 2007

Mayor Fahl the Phillips’ City Council meeting of the whole to order at 6:00 p.m.

Mayor Jeff Fahl, Jay Reinke, Chuck Peterson, Elvis Presley, Linda Johnson, Dorothy Hanish, Laddy Hlavacek, David Sonntag, Mary Willett and Patti Wenzel were present.

Clerk Willett described in detail the possible options for the City of Phillips in lieu of the expenditure restraints signed into law by Governor Doyle:  cut $179.900 from the budget utilized by the Council last year ($663,424) down to the $483,524 – the levy base recognized by The Wisconsin Department of Revenue, borrow $180,000.  Axley Brynelson submitted a proposal for lobbying on the City of Phillips’ behalf for a flat fee of $9,500.00.   Clerk Willett suggested that the council members could contact our legislative representatives on their own.  A meeting could be requested for council members that are able to go to Madison to set up face to face meetings with the Governor’s Office, Rep. Mary Williams’ office and Senator Russ Decker’s office.
Reinke/Hanish motioned to initiate meetings in Madison, check on the capability for the City of Phillips to borrow while a remedy is sought for the levy base shortfall from a calculation error in 2005, and to continue to seek advice from Jerry Deschane and Tim Fenner of Axley Brynelson on an hourly basis.  On a roll call vote, the motion passed 5-1-0, with Mr. Presley voting against the motion.
Presley/Peterson motioned to adjourn.  Carried.  Meeting adjourned at 7:48 p.m.
