Reinke/Hanish motioned to approve the minutes as presented for the Council meetings of November 11th,18th & 25th, 2008.  Carried.

Hanish/Johnson motioned to pay the vouchers in the total amount of $608,019.05 as recommended by the Personnel Budget Finance Committee.  Carried.

Reinke/Peterson motioned to approve Resolution #1105 – Additional Budget Amendment as recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee.  Carried.
