The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 7:03 p.m.  Those present included:

Al Jesunas appeared under public comment to report that he felt the property taxes were utterly ridiculous, and the Assessors hired by the City should be fired.  The condo units he owns saw increases of 127%. He acknowledged that he was out of town when the open book was scheduled and he did not go before the Board of Review.

Joe Rasmussen said that his property taxes increased 149% over last years.  He did meet with the assessors at open book and a vacant land assessment was lowered by $6,000.  He said that if he were still in the Town of Worcester that his property taxes would be lower and he would be able to have all of his signage.

Reinke/Hanish motioned to approve the minutes as presented for the Council meetings of December 9th &18th, 2008.  Carried.
