Hlavacek/Hanish motioned to adopt the May 12 & 21, 2009 meeting minutes noting a correction to the start time at 6:52 p.m. instead of 7:52 p.m. for the May 21st minutes.  Motion carried.

RESOLUTION AMENDING CHAPTER 17 ZONING CODE

TO ALLOW SELF-SERVICE STORAGE FACILITIES 

AND MINI-WAREHOUSE FACILITIES AS A CONDITIONAL USE IN 

C-1 COMMERCIAL DISTRICT, C-2 NEIGHBORHOOD COMMERCIAL DISTRICT, I-1 INDUSTRIAL DISTRICT AND A-1 AGRICULTURAL DISTRICT

Upon recommendation of the City of Phillips Plan Commission and after considering the potential benefits and effects of present and future self-service storage facilities and mini-warehouse facilities, the City of Phillips hereby amends Chapter 17 Zoning Code of the Ordinances of the City of Phillips as follows:

Section 1:
A new definition shall be added to Section 17.04 as follows:

(27a)  SELF-SERVICE STORAGE FACILITIES AND MINI-WAREHOUSE FACILITIES.  Any structure divided into individual storage units available to be leased to the public (for non-residential and non-manufacturing purposes) but not operated as a traditional warehouse facility (which would otherwise issue a warehouse receipt, bill of lading or other document of title for personal property stored in the leased spaces).  This includes but is not limited to structures and facilities which meet the criteria of Wis. Stats. §704.90 as a self-service storage facility.  

Section 2:
Section 17.09(2) for C-1 COMMERCIAL DISTRICTS--USES AUTHORIZED BY CONDITIONAL PERMIT shall be amended to include the following:

(i) Self-service storage facilities and mini-warehouse facilities.

Section 3:
Section 17.095(2) for C-2 NEIGHBORHOOD COMMERCIAL DISTRICT– CONDITIONAL PERMITTED USES shall be amended to include the following:
(f) Self-service storage facilities and mini-warehouse facilities.
Section 4:
Section 17.10(2) for I-1 INDUSTRIAL DISTRICT–USES AUTHORIZED BY CONDITIONAL PERMIT shall be amended to include the following:



(c) Self-service storage facilities and mini-warehouse facilities.

Section 5:
Section 17.11(2) for A-1 AGRICULTURAL DISTRICT–USES AUTHORIZED BY CONDITIONAL PERMIT shall be amended to include the following:



(f) Self-service storage facilities and mini-warehouse facilities.

Section 6:
This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and publication.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to adopt Resolution #1110 as recommended by the Board of Public Works.  The motion carried with no opposition.

RESOLUTION #1110

YEAR 2008 COMPLIANCE MAINTENANCE REPORT

The City of Phillips Common Council hereby resolves to inform the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources that the following actions were taken by the 

Common Council:

1. Reviewed the Year 2008 Compliance Maintenance Annual Report.

2. Set forth the following actions necessary to maintain requirements contained in 

The WPDES Permit:

(a) The Common Council is fully aware of the high phosphorus levels which occurred as a result of cold temperatures which caused the microorganisms to slow and stop functioning.  Ferric Chloride was added to the system 1/25/08 to precipitate the phosphorous.  Backup chemical was used until water temperatures increased enough to allow the biological process to effectively remove the phosphorous.

(b) The Equipment Replacement Fund has received the designated funds.

Jay Reinke motioned to permit parking in Elk Lake Park as recommended by the Board of Public Works for $10 and proof of a special event seller’s permit, a vehicle may be permitted to park in Elk Lake Park.  The motion died for lack of a second.

Johnson/Crepinsek motioned to issue a day parking permit (expiring at sunset where vehicles would need to be relocated to the parking lot) for Elk Lake Park grass area to any vendor with a seller’s permit issued by a purveyor special event organizer, such as Countryside Artists for the current Craft Fair.  The motion carried unanimously.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to hire Northwest Regional Planning to prepare a grant application for the Phillips Fire Department for the quoted fee of $3,200.  On a voice vote of 6-0, the motion carried.

Clerk Willett reported the comprehensive plan requirements necessary to bring the current plan up to the standards for the 2010 deadline with the Wisconsin Department of Administration.  Proposals will be sought to bring back to the Council, and quotes and feedback received thus far were reported.  Since a survey is part of the comprehensive plan update process, a citywide survey will most likely be incorporated into one survey.

The meeting adjourned at 8:53 p.m.
