COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

………of the Common Council of the City of Phillips at a regular meeting held in the Council Room of Municipal Hall on September 8th, 2009.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 7:00 p.m.  Those present included:

1st Aldermanic District:  Laddy Hlavacek and Jayson Reinke

2nd Aldermanic District:  Linda Johnson and Charles Peterson

3rd Aldermanic District:   Dorothy Hanish and Frank Crepinsek

City Attorney:  Bruce Marshall

Administration:  Mary M. Willett

Also present:  David Sonntag, Mike Hauschild, Terry Staroba, Becky Smith, and Lorry Hanish.

Under public comment, Lorry Hanish appeared to ask questions and offer personal perceptions regarding the former, now abandoned Linden Street behind the Phillips Service Center property.

Hanish/Hlavacek motioned to approve the minutes of the August 11th & 25th council meetings as presented.  Carried.

Johnson/Hanish motioned to pay the vouchers in total amount of $489,043.06 as recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee.  Carried.

Peterson/Hlavacek motioned to approve the “Class B” Retailer’s License for the sale of fermented malt beverages for O’s Pizza as recommended by the Licensing Committee.  Carried unanimously.

Mayor Fahl presented the pros and cons of the possibility of transferring committee responsibilities to the Committee of the Whole structure.  Council members expressed reactions and concerns.  Additional information will be forthcoming.  Clerk Willett expressed the opinion from Claire Silverman at the League of Municipalities that possibly a “j” would be added to the committee structure in the ordinances.  The Clerk will print and provide the information regarding “Committee of the Whole from the Handbook for Wisconsin Municipal Officials to council members and legal counsel.  Mayor Fahl directed Bruce Marshall to further research the subject.

Reinke/Crepinsek motioned to adopt Resolution #1113 Budget Adjustment.  Carried unanimously.

Reinke/Johnson motioned to adopt Resolution #1114 DOA Comprehensive Planning Grant Application.  Carried with no opposition.

Jay Reinke announced that the Ad Hoc Fire Committee held a successful fundraising breakfast on August 15th and is now actively selling raffle tickets to support the fire department to raise funds for the SBCA.  All can obtain raffle tickets from the Clerk’s office to sell the tickets.  The drawing of the winners will take place at the November 10th Council meeting.

Under Committee Reports:  

Bruce Marshall said he is finalizing the lease for the Phillips Chapparrals for the building behind City Hall and he is drafting a revision for residency requirements for the fire department.

Jay Reinke said the Library will be hosting its book sale the week of September 14th.

Laddy Hlavacek said the new ambulance has been ordered. He believes the ambulance budget for the City of Phillips will show a $20 increase.

Linda Johnson said the Chamber of Commerce is gearing up for the Fall Fest that is happening the 26th of September.  Johnson additionally reported that BPW:  is looking at the possibility of a city campground at the city beach, putting a platform in place in Memorial Field to hold the osprey nest above the repaired lights, looking at including some private lands in the city deer hunt, and is satisfied with the total toilet replacement at Elk Lake Pavilion.

Mayor Fahl reported that the EDA project book prepared by NWRP for our area is now completed and that he will be turning in new project goals soon.

Clerk Willett is preparing a comprehensive comparison report to provide insight for our budget with 6 cities of similar size and assessed value.

The meeting adjourned at 8:03 p.m.
