The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fahl at 7:02 p.m.  Those present included:

1st Aldermanic District:  Laddy Hlavacek and Jayson Reinke

Also present:  David Sonntag, Mike Hauschild, Terry Staroba, Bronson Thalacker, Becky Smith, and John Vlach.

Hlavacek/Reinke motioned to approve the minutes of the September 8th council meeting.  Carried.

Hlavacek/Johnson motioned to pay the vouchers in the total amount of $217,309.97 as recommended by Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee.  Carried.

Johnson/Crepinsek motioned to approve the retirement agreement between Terry Staroba and the City of Phillips as recommended by the Personnel-Budget-Finance Committee.  Carried.

Reinke/Hlavacek motioned to adopt the proposed 2010 contracts with the changes for the jaws-of-life charges as recommended by the Public Safety Committee in contract line item #9.  Carried.

Mayor Fahl recommended the appointments for the Price County Economic Development Association as:  Mayor Fahl and Jay Reinke as the alternate.  Hlavacek/Peterson motioned to appoint Mayor Fahl and the City’s representative and Jay Reinke as alternate to the Price County Economic Development Association.  Carried.

At 7:45 p.m., Johnson/Peterson motioned to convene into closed session per the authority of Wisconsin State Statute 19.85(1)(c) for the consideration of employment, compensation or performance evaluation of a specific public employee. Consideration interview and hiring of Director of Public Works, and
(1)(e) Competitive or Bargaining Reasons:  Deliberation of or negotiation for purchase of public properties. Highway Intersection for Business Park property.

The motion carried following a unanimous voice vote of the council.

At 8:25 p.m., Reinke/Crepinsek motioned to reconvene into open session.  Carried unanimously, following a voice vote of the council.

Peterson/Hanish motioned to hire Bronson Thalacker as the Director of Public Works, training with Terry Staroba for the balance of the year, effective upon Terry Staroba’s retirement.  A voice vote unanimously hired Mr. Thalacker.

Johnson/Peterson motioned to accept the Moritz’ counteroffer of $199.385 for the purchase of their properties as negotiated by Mayor Fahl and Terra Ventures.  A voice vote of 5-1 carried the motion, with Jay Reinke voting against the motion.
