The committee reviewed a proposed job description for an Assistant Director of Public Works position.  Reinke/Johnson motioned to approve the job description pending the possible suggestions of Kyle Gulya, the City’s labor attorney.  Carried.

At 6:12 p.m., Reinke/Crepinsek motioned to convene into closed session by the authority of Wisconsin State Statute 19.85: (1)(c) Consideration of employment, compensation or performance evaluation of a specific public employee.
